Prvni koncert Stamicova kvarteta se konal v zari 1985 v prazském Klementinu a brzy
poté uskutecnil soubor svij prvni zahrani¢ni zajezd do Anglie a Irska. V néasledujicich
letech zvité€zilo kvarteto v mezinarodni soutézi Evropské rozhlasové unie (EBU) v Sal-
cburku a ziskalo vyroéni cenu Ceského spolku pro komorni hudbu.

Dnes patri Stamicovo kvarteto k renomovanym kvartetnim soubordim s mezinarodni
povésti. Jeho koncertni kalendar poslednich deseti let zahrnuje vystoupeni ve vSech
zemich Evropy, v Japonsku, Indonésii, Taiwanu, Kanadé, Mexiku, USA, Izraeli aj.

Soubor je pravidelnym hostem festivalu Prazské jaro, v jehoz ramci uskuteénil mimo
jiné jiz dvakrat cyklus koncertli vénovany soubornému provedeni smyccovych kvartet vy-
znamnych skladateld: v roce 1997 to byla kvartetni tvorba Aloise Haby, v roce 2001 Jana
Kluséka.

Za nahravku kompletnich smyccovych kvartetd Bohuslava Martint (1991) a Antonina
Dvoraka (1988) ziskal soubor ocenéni Grand Prix du disque de I'Academie Charles Cros
v Parizi.

Primérius Jindfich Pazdera studoval na konzervatofi v Ziling, na VSMU v Bratislavé
(prof. B. Urban, prof. T. Gasparek) a na Moskevské statni konzervatori u prof. Leonida
Kogana. Jako sdélista a ¢len klavirniho tria vystoupil ve 22 zemich svéta. Vyucuje na AMU
v Praze. Primariem Stamicova kvarteta se stal v roce 2001.
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Houslista Josef Kekula vystudoval prazskou HAMU ve t¥idé prof. Vaclava Snitila. Clenem
Stamicova kvarteta je od roku 1985, predtim hral devét let v Dolezalové kvartetu.
Violista Jan Péruska vystudoval ostravskou konzervator a prazskou HAMU ve tfid€ prof.
J. Motlika, plsobil jako koncertni mistr skupiny viol v Symfonickém orchestru hl. m. Prahy
FOK. Clenem Stamicova kvarteta je od roku 1985. Vyucuje na prazské AMU.

Viloncellista Petr Hejny studoval prazskou konzervator u prof. Viktora Moucky a Hudebni
fakultu prazské AMU ve tFidé prof. Milose Sadla. Clenem Stamicova kvarteta je od r. 2007.
Spolupracuje téZ se soubory zamérenymi na interpretaci staré hudby jako hrac na violu da
gamba a barokni violoncello.

The first concert of the Stamic Quartet took place in September 1985 in the Prague
Klementinum. Shortly afterwards, the ensemble undertook its first tour abroad, to En-
gland and Ireland. In subsequent years, the Quartet won the international competition
of the European Broadcasting Union (EBU) in Salzburg, and the annual award of the
Czech Society of Chamber Music.

Today, the Stamic Quartet is a renowned ensemble with an international reputation.
Its concert calendar of the past decades has included performances in all European coun-
tries, Japan, Indonesia, Taiwan, Canada, Mexico, the USA, Israel etc.

The group is a regular guest of the Prague Spring Festival, during which it has under-
taken, among others, a cycle of concerts dedicated to the contemporary execution of the
string quartets of famous contemporary composers, twice: in 1997, the quartets of Alois
Haba, and in 2001 those of Jan Klusak.

The Quartet won the Grand Prix du disque de I'’Academie Charles Cros in Paris for its
recording of the complete string quartets of Bohuslav Martint (1991) and Antonin Dvo-
rak (1988).

JindFich Pazdera, first violin, studied at the Conservatory in Zilina, at the School of Mu-
sical Arts (VSMU) in Bratislava (Prof. B. Urban, Prof. T. Gaparek) and at the Moscow
State Conservatory under Prof. Leonid Kogan. He has performed as a soloist and member
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of a piano trio in 22 countries worldwide. He teaches at the Academy of Performing Arts
in Prague. He became the first violinist of the Stamic Quartet in 2001.

The violinist Josef Kekula graduated from the Musical Faculty of the Academy of Perfor-
ming Arts in Prague (HAMU), Prof. Vaclav Snitil’s class. He has been a member of the
Stamic Quartet since 1985, and was previously a member of the Dolezal Quartet.

The viola player Jan Péruska graduated from the Ostrava Conservatory and Prague
HAMU, Prof. J. Motlik’s class. He held the post of concert master of the viola section

of the Prague Symphony Orchestra. He has been a member of the Stamic Quartet since
1985. He teaches at the Academy of Performing Arts in Prague.

The violoncellist Petr Hejny studied at the Prague Conservatory under Prof. Viktor Mou¢-
ka and at the Musical Faculty of the Academy of Performing Arts in Prague, Prof. Milos
Sadlo’s class. He has been a member of the Stamic Quartet since 2007. He also coopera-
tes with ensembles involved in the interpretation of Old Music as a viola da gamba and
Baroque violoncello player.
