Markéta Irglové, Glen Hansard a hosté

Glen Hansard se narodil a vyrastal v Ballymunu, chudé délnické c¢tvrti Dublinu. Laska

k hudb€ ho provazela odmalicka. Ve svych trinacti letech prestal chodit do Skoly a zacal si
vydélavat hranim v dublinskych ulicich. Vedle tradi¢nich irskych tradicionalt a klasickych
folkovych pisni postupné zacal hrat i své vlastni pisné.

V roce 1990 zalozil kapelu The Frames. Zanedlouho si ho vSiml rezisér Alan Parker
(The Wall, Pdlno¢ni expres) a nabidl mu roli v pripravovaném filmu The Commitments.
Filmem, ktery je povazovan za nejlepsi irsky muzikal, se sice dostal do Sir$iho povédomi,
opravdovou odezvu mu ale prinesla az pata studiova deska, For The Birds, diky které
se The Frames stali hvézdami v domovském Irsku a zacalo se o nich mluvit i v Evropé.

Do Ceské republiky Glen Hansard zavital poprvé v roce 2001, kdy zde odehral t¥i koncer-
ty v Praze. Ve stejném roce odehrél se skupinou The Frames koncert na hudebnim festiva-
lu Valassky Spali¢ek ve Valasském Mezirici, kde se setkal s klaviristkou Markétou Irglovou.
Hudbé se vénuje od sedmi let, kdy ji rodic¢e koupili klavir a prihlasili ji do hudebni Skoly.

V deviti letech dostala od svého otce kytaru a okamzité na ni zacala hrat a ucit se pisnicky
poslechem. Spolu s Glenem Hansardem zacala nejdrive vystupovat na koncertech, pozde¢ji
vydali desku The Swell Season a v roce 2006 natocili film Once, diky kterému se masové
proslavili po celém svété. Za romantickou pisen Falling Slowly z filmu Once ziskali pres-
tizni ocenéni - Oscara za nejlepsi filmovou pisen roku 2007. Letos v breznu ziskala cenu
Akademie populéarni hudby pro Objev roku.

Markéta Irglova, Glen Hansard and guests

Glen Hansard was born and raised in Ballymun, a poor working-class neighbourhood

of Dublin. He loved music from very early on. He dropped out of school at the age of
thirteen and started earning a living by playing on the streets of Dublin. Together with tra-
ditional Irish songs and classical folk songs, he gradually started playing his own songs.

In 1990, he founded his group, The Frames. He soon caught the attention of the direc-
tor, Alan Parker (The Wall, Midnight Express), who offered him a role in the film he was
working on, The Commitments. Though this film, considered by many to be the best Irish
musical, did reach a wide public, Hansard achieved a breakthrough only after his fifth stu-
dio album, For The Birds, which ensured The Frames stardom in their native Ireland and
a foothold in Europe. Glen Hansard visited the Czech Republic for the first time in 2001,
and played three concerts in Prague. In the same year, he and The Frames performed
at the “Valagsky $palic¢ek” music festival in Valasské Mezifi¢i, where he met the pianist
Markéta Irglova. Markéta has been immersed in music since the age of seven, when
her parents bought her a piano and enrolled her in music school. At the age of nine, she
was given a guitar by her father and started playing immediately, learning to play songs
only by ear. She started cooperating with Glen Hansard, concerts at first, followed later
by the release of the album, The Swell Season, and culminating in 2006 with the film
Once, which ensured them worldwide fame. The romantic song, Falling Slowly, from the
film Once won them a prestigious award - an Oscar for the best film song of 2007. This
year, in March, Markéta won the Newcomer of the Year award of the Czech Academy
of Popular Music.
