Houslista Pavel Hula na sebe poprvé upozornil jako dvojnasobny vitéz Kocianovy houslo-
vé soutéze (1963, 1964) a laureat mezinarodni rozhlasové soutéze Concertino Praga

v oboru klavirniho tria. Je absolventem Hudebni fakulty AMU v Praze ve tfidé prof. Marie
Hlounové. Své vzdélani si rozsiril jesté postgraduéinim studiem komorni hry u prof. Anto-
nina Kohouta, ¢lena Smetanova kvarteta a na mistrovskych kursech u profesora Malinina
ve Vymaru. Od roku 1975 je primariem Kocianova kvarteta, s kterym absolvoval pres
3000 koncerttd po celém svété a nahral vice nez pét desitek CD. V roce 1997 obdrzelo Ko-
cianovo kvarteto cenu Grand Prix du disque de I’Academie Charles Cros v Pafizi.

Jako sélista vystupuje Pavel Hila s nasimi prrednimi orchestry. Koncertuje také s varhanici
Jifinou Pokornou nebo v houslovém duu s dcerou Lucii. V posledni dob€ nahrél zajimavé
CD s klaviristou Petrem Jirikovskym - Violin in Dance. Za nahravku Duet Z. Kodalyho

a E. Schulhoffa (s Michalem Karkou) ziskal vysoce respektovanou cenu Diapason d’Or.
Na konci roku 2005 ziskalo Kocianovo kvarteto cenu ,Diapason d’or de 2005 za nej-
lepsi nahravku roku v oblasti komorni hudby za Mendelssohnv Oktet a Klavirni sextet.

K nahravaci ¢innosti Pavla Haly patii i spoluprace s Ceskym rozhlasem. S6lové vystoupil
v mnoha zemich Evropy a v Japonsku. V roce 1998 byl ¢lenem poroty Mezinarodni kvar-
tetni soutézZe Prazského jara. V roce 2001 se Pavel Hala stal uméleckym vedoucim komor-
niho orchestru Praga Camerata. V souvislosti s touto novou roli se také stale vice vénuje
dirigovani. Od roku 2006 pasobi Pavel Hila pedagogicky na prazské AMU.

Houslistka Silvie Hessova (*1969) absolvovala prazskou konzervator v roce 1989

u prof. K. Pribyla. Jako primarius Kvarteta Eberle ziskala v roce 1989 ve francouzském
Evianu Cenu pafrizského rozhlasu za interpretaci 1. smyccového kvartetu L. Janacka. O rok
pozdéji se zic¢astnila komornich kurzd v Londyné u ¢lend Amadeus Quartet.

Jako sélistka vystupovala s orchestry Adagietto Gustava Mabhlera, Filharmonie Bari,
Virtuosi di Praga a s Bratislavskymi komornimi sélisty. Hrala napriklad na festivalech Mitte
Europa, Prazsky podzim, Pontes a nebo na Bachovském festivalu ve Wiirzburgu. Spolu-
pracovala s dirigenty P. Schreierem, L. Svarovskym, A. Scaranem, G. Kugim, M. Rubico-
nim. Vystoupila na rfadé tuzemskych i zahrani¢nich podii (Némecko, Rakousko, Slovensko,
Francie, Spanélsko, Anglie, Holandsko a Japonsko).

Je vyhledavanou komorni hrackou, jako primarius Filharmonického kvarteta Praha
vystupuje pravidelné v cyklech koncertd Ceské filharmonie a spolupracuje s prednimi ¢es-
kymi sélisty D. Wiesnerem, K. Englichovou, M. Knoblochovou, D. Holym a dal$imi. Silvie
Hessova natodila profilové CD Carmen fantazie a spole¢né s D. Wiesnerem CD k Roku
¢eské hudby s dily ¢eskych autorl (B. Smetana, A. Dvorak, . Suk, L. Janacek).

Edita Randova patfi k prednim ¢eskym mezzosopranistkdm. Na pocatku své umélecké dra-
hy absolvovala soukromé hlasové skoleni u Milady Musilové. V soucasné dobé pravidelné
spolupracuje s Martou Bohacovou. Soukromé vystudovala téz hru na klavir. Kritika ocenuje
predevsim rozsah (od altu az po dramaticky mezzosopran) a barvu jejiho hlasu. VlIadne
Sirokymi vyrazovymi prosti‘edky, které jsou podporeny dokonalou péveckou technikou.

Péveckou kariéru zahajila v Hudebnim divadle v Karliné a ve Statni opere v Praze. V le-
tech 1992 a 1993 absolvovala mezinarodni mistrovské pévecké kurzy pod vedenim Evy
Randové.

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V soucasné dobé se vénuje prevazné koncertni ¢innosti. Zpivala v prednich koncert-
nich salech doma i v zahrani¢i (Rakousko, Francie, Portugalsko, Velka Briténie, Australie,
Madarsko, Slovinsko, Slovensko, Némecko, USA, Spanélsko, Kanada a Italie).

Ucastni se Fady mezinarodnich festivald, spolupracuje s ¢eskymi a zahrani¢nimi sym-
fonickymi a komornimi télesy a zpivala pod taktovkou rady slavnych dirigentt. Pravidelné
nahrava pro Cesky rozhlas. Nahravky Edity Randové byly vysilany rozhlasovymi stanicemi
v Italii, Australii, Francii a Argentiné.

Edita Randova ma vedle operniho i bohaty koncertni repertoar, zahrnujici oratoria,
kantaty, mse, pisriové cykly ¢i jednotlivé pisné od starych mistrli az po soudobou tvorbu
nasich i pfednich svétovych skladatelil. Rada soudobych skladatelt ji vénovala své skladby.

Lucie Sedlakova Hulova je absolventkou Akademie muzickych uméni v Praze. Jiz od dét-
stvi se intenzivn€ vénuje komorni hudbé. Kromé spolupréce se svym otcem koncertuje se
svym manzelem, violoncellistou Martinem Sedlakem (Ceské smy&cové duo) a spolu s kla-
viristkou Jaroslavou Péchocovou zalozili téz Kinsky trio Prague.

Od roku 2000 je ¢lenkou mezinarodniho orchestru ,,UBS Verbier Festival Youth
Orchestra”, se kterym absolvovala koncerty v nejprestiznéjsich koncertnich salech svéta
a pod taktovkami vyznamnych dirigentl. Zac¢atkem roku 2004 uskutecnila velmi Gspésné
turné po USA jako sélistka v Dvorakové houslovém koncertu.

Jako soélistka i komorni hracka pofidila jiZz nékolik nahravek pro Cesky rozhlas i na CD.

Hraje na krasny nastroj italského mistra z 18.stoleti.

Dagmar Virtova je absolventkou Prazské konzervatore (prof. Foltyn), a Akademie muzic-
kych uméni ve tt. prof. Nory Grumlikové a prof. Jifiho Novaka. Po ukonceni studii se stala
¢lenkou orchestru Virtuosi di Praga, kde plsobi dodnes. Jeji hlavni ¢innosti je komorni hra
v riznych obsazenich, mj. je i ¢lenkou orchestru Praga Camerata.

Soubor Praga Camerata vychazi z nejlepsich tradic ¢eské komorni hudby a navazuje

na ¢innost souboru PraZsti komorni sélisté, ktery vznikl v roce 1961. Tato kontinuita je
dana zejména osobou soucasného uméleckého vedouciho souboru Pavla Hily, ktery byl
¢lenem Prazskych komornich sélistd jiz od roku 1972. Specifikou tohoto télesa je, Ze jeho
¢lenové jsou vynikajicimi instrumentalisty, kteri se vénuji vétSinou pouze komorni hudbé.
Zakladni smyccové obsazeni (14 hracd) rozsifuje Praga Camerata prilezitostné o dechové
nastroje, ¢imz tak nabizi dalsi repertoarové moznosti. Samotny repertoar je Siroky, obsa-
huje vyznamna dila barokni, klasicka, romanticka i sou¢asna. Kromé vystupovani na do-
macich a evropskych podiich je soubor od roku 2003 pravidelné zvan na koncertni turné
do Japonska.

The violinist Pavel Hula first drew attention to himself as the twice winner of the Kocian
Violin competition (1963, 1964) and the laureate of the international competition of

the Czech Radio Concertino Praga, as a member of a piano trio. He graduated from the
Musical Faculty of the Academy of Performing Arts in Prague (AMU), class of Prof. Marie
Hlounova. He broadened his education with postgraduate studies of chamber music
under Prof. Antonin Kohout, a member of the Smetana Quartet, and master classes
headed by Professor Malinin in Wiemar. Since 1975, he has played first violin in the Ko-
cian Quartet, with which he has undertaken more than 3,000 concerts all over the world
and has recorded more than fifty CDs. In 1997, the Kocian Quartet won the Grand Prix
du disque de I'’Academie Charles Cros in Paris. As a soloist, Pavel Hilla performs with our
foremost orchestras. He also performs with the organist Jifina Pokorna and in a violin
duo with his daughter Lucie. Recently, he has recoded a very interesting CD with the
pianist Petr Jifikovsky - Violin in Dance. His recording of the Z. Kodaly and E. Schulhoff
Duet (together with Michal Karika) was awarded the highly prestigious Diapason d"Or
award. At the end of 2005, the Kocian Quartet won the “Diapason d’or de 2005" award
for the best chamber music recording of the year for their Mendelssohn Octet and Piano
Sextet. The recording activities of Pavel HUla also include his cooperation with the Czech
Radio. He has performed as a soloist in many European countries and Japan. In 1998, he
was a member of the jury at the International Quartet Competition of the Prague Spring
Festival. In 2001, Pavel Hala became the artistic director of the Praga Camerata chamber
orchestra. In connection with this new role, he is devoting more time to conducting. He
has been a pedagogue at the AMU in Prague since 2006.

The violinist Silvia Hessova (*1969) graduated from the Prague Conservatory in 1989
having studied under Prof. K. PFibyl. In 1989, as the first violinist of the Eberle Quartet,
she won in Evian, France the award of Paris Radio for the interpretation of L. Janacek'’s
1st string quartet. A year later, she participated in chamber music courses in London
organised by the members of the Amadeus Quartet.

As a soloist, she has performed with orchestras such as the Gustav Mahler Adagi-
etto, the Filharmonie Bari, Virtuosi di Praga and the Bratislava Chamber Soloists. She
has played, for example, at festivals such as the Mitte Europa, Prague Autumn, Pontes
and the Bach festival in Wiirzburg. She has cooperated with the conductors P. Schreier,
L. Svarovsky, A. Scarano, G. Kugim, M. Rubiconi. She has appeared on a number of
national and international scenes (Germany, Austria, Slovakia, France, Spain, England,
Holland and Japan).

She is sought after as a chamber musician. As the first violinist of the Philharmonic
Quartet in Prague she performs regularly in the cycle of concerts of the Czech Phil-
harmonic and cooperates with prominent Czech soloists, D. Wiesner, K. Englichova,
M. Knoblochova, D. Holy and others. Silvie Hessova has recorded her first profile CD,
“Carmen fantazie” and, together with D. Wiesner a CD commemorating the Year
of Czech Music, which includes the works of Czech authors (B. Smetana, A. Dvorak,
J. Suk, L. Janacek).



Edita Randova is one of the foremost Czech mezzo-sopranos. At the beginning of her
artistic career, she underwent voice training privately with Milada Musilova. Currently,
she cooperates regularly with Marta Bohacova. She has also studied the piano privately.
Critics especially value the range (from alto to dramatic mezzo-soprano) and tone of her
voice. She has wide-ranging expressive means, supported by a perfect singing technique.
She began her singing career at the Musical Theatre in Karlin and the State Opera in
Prague. Between 1992 and 1993, she attended the international master singing courses
headed by Eva Randova.

Currently, she is mainly involved in concert activities. She has sung in renowned con-
cert halls at home and abroad (Austria, France, Portugal, Great Britain, Australia, Hun-
gary, Slovenia, Slovakia, Germany, USA, Spain, Canada and lItaly).

She has taken part in a number of international festivals, cooperated with Czech and
foreign symphonic and chamber bodies and sung under famous conductors. She regu-
larly records for the Czech Radio. The recordings of Edita Randova have been broadcast
by radio stations in Italy, Austria, France and Argentina.

Apart from her opera repertoire, Edita Randova also has a diverse concert repertoire,
which includes oratorio, cantatas, masses, song cycles and individual songs ranging from
Old Masters to the contemporary work of renowned Czech and foreign composers.

A number of contemporary composers have dedicated their compositions to her.

Lucie Sedlakova Hilova graduated from the Academy of Performing Arts in Prague. She
has pursued chamber music since childhood. Besides cooperating with her father she
performs in concerts with her husband, violoncellist Martin Sedlak (The Czech String
Duo) and with pianist Jaroslava Péchocova with whom they established the Kinsky Trio
Prague. Since 2000 she has been a member of an international ensemble known as the
UBS Verbier Festival Youth Orchestra with which she performed in concerts under the
batons of prominent conductors in the most prestigious concert halls of the world. In
early 2004 she went on a successful USA tour during which she presented solo perform-
ances of Dvorak'’s violin concert.

She has recorded music for the Czech Radio and on CD both as a soloist and as
a chamber musician. She plays a beautiful instrument made by an Italian master in the
18th century.

Dagmar Virtova graduated from the Prague Conservatory (Prof. Foltyn) and later from
the Academy of Performing Arts where she studied under the guidance of Prof. Nora
Grumlikova and Prof. Jifi Novak. Since graduating she has been a member of an orchestra
called Virtuosi di Praga. She specializes in chamber music playing in various ensembles.
She is also a member of the Praga Camerata orchestra.

The Praga Camerata orchestra is based on the best traditions of Czech chamber music
and follows in the footsteps of the Prague Chamber Soloists, which were founded in 1961.
This continuity is especially due to the personality of its current artistic director, Pavel
Hdla, who has been a member of the Prague Chamber Soloists since 1972. The specificity
of this body is that its members are excellent instrumentalists who are solely devoted to



chamber music. The Praga Camerata sometimes extends the basic string cast (14 players)
by adding wind instruments, thus providing further repertoire possibilities. The repertoire
itself is wide-ranging and includes important Baroque, Classical, Romantic and contem-
porary works. Apart from performing on scenes at home and abroad, the group has been
regularly invited to perform in Japan since 2003.
