Sir James Galway patri bezesporu k nejvice nahravanym interpretdim klasické hudby sou-
¢asnosti. Jeho virtuozita jakoby neméla zadné hranice. S jeho uménim se setkaly miliony
posluchacli na celém svét€, a to jak prostrednictvim jeho koncertnich turné, tak diky 30
miliondm prodanych alb a ¢astym televiznim vystoupenim.

rana orchestralni kariéra ho privedla pres prestizni anglické orchestry na vytouzené
misto sélového flétnisty Berlinskych filharmonik( v ére Herberta von Karajana. Od ro-
ku 1975, kdy zahajil svou sélovou kariéru, souvisle vystupoval s prfednimi svétovymi
orchestry a dirigenty, uc¢astnil se komornich koncertd, koncertl popularni hudby

a vedl mistrovské tridy. Z jeho rtl vzeslo dokonalé podani klasického repertoaru v di-
lech Bacha, Vivaldiho a Mozarta. Do programu ale zarazuje také soudobou hudbu -
ke vzniku rady skladeb dal podnét nebo mu byly vénovany. Také se chape taktovky,

v této roli zastavéa vynikajici postaveni hlavniho hostujiciho dirigenta London Mozart
Players. Jeho povést mu nijak nebrani udrzovat kontakt s publikem v roli excelentniho
bavice. Jeho uméni zahrnuje vSechny mozné styly, a tak se seSel na pédiu i v nahra-
vacim studiu s mnoha osobnostmi popularni hudby (Stevie Wonder, Elton John, Ray



Charles, Joni Mitchell...). U¢inkoval i pfi pamatném koncertu Pink Floyd u Berlinské
zdi. Za svlj mimoradny prinos svétovému interpretacnimu uméni ziskal radu prestiz-
nich ocenéni.

Vynikajici flétnistkou jedine¢ného stylu a elegance je i jeho chot Lady Jeanne Galway.
Pochézi z New Yorku, kde také vystudovala New York City’s Mannes College of Music. Vy-
stupuje pravideln€ v duu se svym manzelem, ale méa za sebou také vysoce Gspésnou sélo-
vou kariéru. Kromé toho je skvélad komorni hracka, pravideln€ porada turné viastniho tria
Zephyrus (s pianistou Jonathanem Feldmanem a cellistou Darrettem Adkinsem). Na prvni
nahravce tria (Wind of Romance) se setkdme se skladbami Haydna, Martint a Webera,
ale trio uvadi i premiéry soudobych autord. Lady Galway spolupracuje i s jinymi soubory,
pravideln€ doprovazi svého manzela na orchestralnich i sélovych turné a jako soélistka
hrala po celém svéte s nejslavnéjsim orchestry. Rada vyucuje a vénuje svij ¢as vychoveé
nastupujicich generaci flétnistd.

Symfonicky orchestr Ceského rozhlasu v Praze byl zaloZen v roce 1926, jeho historie
sahda az k zac¢atkdim ceskoslovenského rozhlasového vysilani. Diky vynalézavému reper-
toaru a stalému rastu uméleckého standardu ziskaval orchestr stale vyznamnéjsi pozici
a postupné se stal nedilnou soucasti ¢eského hudebniho zivota. V soucasnosti patri

k nejvyznamnéj$im rozhlasovym orchestroim v Evropé. SOCR dirigovaly tak vyznamné
postavy jako Ch. Munch, F. Konwitschny, H. Scherchen, K. Masur, G. Rozdé&stvenskij,

S. Baudo, Ch. Mackeras nebo V. Neumann. Sva dila s nim uvadéli napriklad A. Honeg-
ger, A. Chacaturjan nebo K. Penderecki. Hlavni podil na zformovani a udrzeni profesio-
nalniho standardu orchestru v celém povale¢ném obdobi mé zejména nékolik osobnosti,
které v jeho Cele staly po dlouhé léta: Alois Klima, Jaroslav Krombholc a od roku 1985
Vladimir Vélek. S jeho jménem je spjata mimoradné vyznamna etapa v historii orchestru,
pro kterou jsou prizna¢né vysokd umélecka kvalita a profesionalita. Kromé rozhlasové
prace orchestr pravidelné koncertuje. Kazdoro¢né porada dvé série koncertl v Praze

(v Rudolfinu a v Narodnim domé na Vinohradech) a vystoupeni v dalSich ¢eskych
méstech. Pravidelné je zvan na vyznamné hudebni festivaly. Turné zavedla rozhlasové
symfoniky nejen do Fady zemi Evropy, ale i do JiZzni Koreje, Japonska, Ciny, na Taiwan

a do Spojenych statd. SOCR nahrava nejen v Ceském rozhlase, ale i u gramofonovych
firem jako Supraphon, Pony Canyon, Clarton.

Vladimir Valek je od roku 1985 $éfdirigentem Symfonického orchestru Ceského rozhlasu
studoval violu a trombon, v dirigovani byl 24kem Ludovita Rajtera na VSMU v Bratislavé
a Aloise Klimy na AMU v Praze. Dokonald manudlni technika a pohotovost jej predurcily
k ¢asté spolupraci s cetnymi ¢eskymi orchestry a vynesly jej na misto dirigenta Sym-
fonického orchestru hl. m. Prahy FOK (1975-1986). S nim podnikl své prvni zajezdy

po Evropé i USA a zahy byl zvan i k hostovani u zahrani¢nich orchestrd. Dodnes vystu-
poval v 25 evropskych zemich, USA, Japonsku, Izraeli aj. Se zkuSenosti v ¢ele prednich
symfonickych orchestrd prislo i umélecké zrani, jez jeho technické dispozice a prirozenou
muzikalnost prohloubily o hluboky umélecky vhled do interpretovanych partitur a oso-



bité koncepce. Tu prokazal na Sirokém repertoaru klasickém, romantickém i modernim.
Vécnost a pohotovost pri praci s orchestrem jsou idealnimi vlastnostmi dirigenta pred
mikrofonem. To Vélek potvrdil uz ve vice nez tisici nahravkach pro rozhlas a ve stovce
tituld vydanych na gramofonovych deskach a CD. Jeho nahravka klavirnich koncertt
Ervina Schulhoffa se sélistou Janem Simonem a rozhlasovymi symfoniky ziskala cenu
svétové hudebni kritiky na MIDEM Classic v Cannes 1996 (Cannes Classical Award).

Od sezény 2002/03 byl jmenovan hlavnim hostujicim dirigentem Symfonického orchest-
ru v Osace a v sezéné 2004/05 se stal $éfdirigentem Slovenské filharmonie.

Sir James Galway is undoubtedly one of the most recorded interpreters of classical music
today. His virtuosity appears to know no bounds. His art has been heard by millions all
over the world, both thanks to his concerts, to the 30 million albums sold and to his fre-
quent television performances.

Sir James Galway comes from Belfast, but studied predominantly in London and Paris.
His early orchestral career brought him, via prestigious English orchestras, to the coveted
position of solo flute player at the Berlin Philharmonic in the era of Herbert von Karajan.
Since 1975, when he began his solo career, he has continually performed with world re-
nowned orchestras and conductors, taken part in chamber concerts, concerts of popular
music and headed master classes. His lips have been the source of a perfect classical
repertoire including the works of Bach, Vivaldi and Mozart. He also includes contempo-
rary music in his programs - he has commissioned many compositions or has had them
dedicated to him. He also sometimes takes up the baton and in this role has held the posi-



tion of principal guest conductor of the London Mozart Players. His reputation, though,
does not prevent him from maintaining contact with the public in the role of an excellent
entertainer. His art encompasses all possible styles and he has thus found himself on stage
and in the recording studio with many personalities of popular music (Stevie Wonder,
Elton John, Ray Charles, Joni Mitchell...). He also performed at the memorable Pink Floyd
concert next to the Berlin Wall. He has received many prestigious awards for his excep-
tional contribution to worldwide interpretational art.

His wife, Lady Jeanne Galway, is also an excellent flute player with a unique style and
elegance. She comes from New York, where she graduated from New York City’s Mannes
College of Music. She regularly performs in a duo with her husband, but also has a highly
successful solo career behind her. Apart form being a superb chamber musician, she
organises regular tours of her own Zephyrus trio (with the pianist Jonathan Feldman

and cellist Darrett Adkins). The first recording of the trio (Wind of Romance) includes
the works of Haydn, Martin( and Weber, but the trio also presents premiere works by
contemporary authors. Lady Galway also cooperates with other groups and regularly ac-
companies her husband on his orchestral and solo tours. As a soloist, she has played all
over the world with the most famous of orchestras. She enjoys teaching and devotes her
time to the training and education of the rising generation of flute players.

The Czech Radio Symphony Orchestra (SOCR) was founded in 1926, and its history
dates back to the beginnings of Czechoslovak broadcasting. Thanks to its inventive reper-
toire and the persistent rise of its artistic standards, the orchestra has gained important
positions and has gradually become an integral part of the Czech musical life. It is current-
ly one of the most important radio orchestras in Europe. The SOCR has been conducted
by weighty personages such as Ch. Munch, F. Konwitschny, H. Scherchen, K. Masur,

G. Rozdéstvenskij, S. Baudo, Ch. Mackeras and V. Neumann. Authors such as A. Honeg-
ger, A. Khachaturian and K. Penderecki introduced their works through this orchestra.
The main contributors to the formation and maintenance of the orchestra’s professional
standards throughout the post-war era were several personages who headed the orches-
tra for a long period: Alois Klima, Jaroslav Krombholc and from 1985 onwards, Vladimir
Valek. The latter is associated with the exceptionally significant period of the orchestra’s
history, characterised by a typically high artistic quality and professionalism. Apart from
its broadcasting work, the orchestra regularly performs concerts. Annually, it organises
two series of concerts in Prague (at the Rudolfinum and at the National House at Vino-
hrady) as well as performances in other Czech cities. It is regularly invited to renowned
musical festivals. The orchestra has been on tours not only of European countries, but
also of South Korea, Japan, China, Taiwan and the United States. The SOCR records not
only for the Czech Radio, but also for recording companies such as Supraphon, Pony
Canyon and Clarton.

Vladimir Valek has been the principal conductor of The Czech Radio Symphony Orches-
tra (SOCR) since 1985, and since 1996 he has also become the conductor of the Czech
Philharmonic. At the Conservatory in Kromériz he studied the viola and trombone. As to



conducting, he was a pupil of Ludovit Rajter at the School of Musical Arts (VSMU)

in Bratislava and the Academy of Performing Arts in Prague. His perfect manual technique
and dexterity have predestined him to frequent cooperation with many Czech orchestras
and have led to his being named conductor of The Symphonic Orchestra of Prague FOK
(1975-1986). With this orchestra he undertook his first tours of Europe and the USA,

and soon received invitations to appear as a guest conductor with foreign orchestras.

To date, he has performed in 25 European countries, the USA, Japan, Israel etc. His ex-
perience as conductor of foremost symphonic orchestras brought with it artistic maturity,
which intensified his technical predispositions and natural musicality and added a deep
artistic view of the interpreted scores and a characteristic concept. He has shown this
with his wide-ranging classical, romantic and modern repertoire. His poignancy and facil-
ity when working with an orchestra are the ideal characteristics of a conductor in front

of a microphone. Vélek has proven this in more than a thousand recordings for the radio
and over a hundred titles released on gramophone records and CDs. His recording of the
Ervin Schulhoff piano concerts with the soloist Jan Simon and the Czech Radio Symphonic
Players won the Cannes Classical Award at the MIDEM Classic in Cannes 1996. Since the
2002/03 season, he has been named the principal guest conductor of The Symphonic
Orchestra in Osaka, and in the 2004/05 season, he became the principal conductor of the
Slovak Philharmonic.
