Nobless Korea. Kvarteto se brzy etablovalo na mezinarodni scéné komorni hudby. Jiz
nékolik mésicl po zaloZeni se predstavilo ve vSech vyznamnych domécich koncertnich
salech. V roce 2003 se podilelo spolu s Hong Kong Philharmonic Orchestra na korejské
premiére Schoenbergova Koncertu pro kvartet. Pravidelné vystupuje v Asii, Evrop€, Ame-
rice, Japonsku, Australii a na Novém Zélandu.

Pianista Chul-Hee Yoon debutoval jako sélista filharmonického koncertu v deseti
letech. Po Uspésich na nékolika narodnich soutézich ziskal hudebni vzdélani ve Freiburgu
a v Trossingenu.

The Nobless Quartet was formed in 2000 at the LG Art Centre in Seoul with the support
of the magazine, Nobless Korea. The Quartet soon established itself on the international
chamber music scene. Just as few months later, the quartet had already appeared at all the
major Korean concert halls. In 2003, it was joined by the Hong Kong Philharmonic Or-
chestra in the Korean premiere of Schoenberg’s Concerto for String Quartet. The quartet
regularly performs in Asia, Europe, America, Japan, Australia and New Zealand.

Pianist Chul-Hee Yoon debuted as a philharmonic concert soloist at the age of ten.
Following success at several national competitions, he completed his music education in
Freiburg and Trossingen. He continued his competition success in Europe and performed
in Germany and Italy. He is currently a university professor in his hometown Ulsan and
performs as a soloist with leading Korean orchestras.

Violinist Sang-Eun Bae became a student of the Curtis Institute of Music at the age
of 14, when Jascha Brodsky discovered her talent and offered her his guidance. She was
a concert mistress and instructor at Indiana University and regularly appeared as a solo-
ist, not only in the USA, but also in France. She taught at the La Salle School of Music
in Singapore from 1995. She currently teaches at Han Yang University.

Violist Do-Yeon Kim first studied in Seoul, then continued in the USA and received
her Bachelor Degree at the Julliard School of Music. She completed her PhD at New York
University. She has won numerous prizes at national competitions and appeared as a solo-
ist with orchestras in Korea, the USA and the Czech Republic. She is currently a member
of the Korean Symphony Orchestra and teaches at several art academies in Korea.
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Mee-Hae Ryo is one of the best known Korean violoncellists today. She first picked
up a violoncello at the age of six. After studying in Korea, she left for the USA and the
Julliard School of Music. She completed her PhD at the University of Michigan. She has
performed at several national and international competitions and consistently appears as
a soloist at concerts in Europe and Korea. In 2006 she recorded Schumann’s Concerto for
Violoncello for Sony Classic with the Czech Radio Symphony Orchestra under Vladimir

Valek. She is regularly invited to be a member of judging panels at international violon-
cello competitions.
