Martin Kasik (*1976) has devoted himself to playing the piano since the age of four.
He graduated from the Conservatory in Ostrava (Prof. Monika Tugendliebova) and

the Academy of Performing Arts (AMU) in Prague where he studied under Prof. Ivan
Klansky. He has won many national as well as international competitions, including the
Prague Spring competition in 1998. He is the holder of the Davidoff Prix 2000 for the
best Czech performer younger than 28 in the field of classical music, and the Harmonia
Award for the most successful Czech artist for the year 2002. He won one of the most
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prestigious international competitions, the Concert Artists Competition in New York,
in 1999.

He has performed in a number of famous concert halls in Europe (the Berlin Philhar-
monic, the Tonhalle in Zurich, the Concertgebouw in Amsterdam, the De deolen in Rot-
terdam, the Finlandia Hall in Helsinki, the Auditorio di Barcelona etc.), the United States
of America (the Weill Hall at Carnegie Hall, the Alice Tully Hall and the Avery Fisher Hall
in New York, the Kennedy Centre in Washington etc.), Japan (the Tokyo Suntory Hall),
Taiwan (the Philharmonic Hall), Singapore (the Singapore Victoria Concert Hall).

He has performed variously as a soloist with the Chicago Symphony Orchestra, the
Minneapolis Symphony Orchestra, the DSO Berlin, the Tonhalle Zirich, the Stuttgarter
Philharmoniker, the Rotterdam Symphonic Orchestra, the Helsinki Philharmonic, among
others. He cooperates regularly with the Czech Philharmonic and the Prague Symphony
Orchestra, with which he toured the USA and Japan.

Martin Kasik has recorded 6 CDs in cooperation with Supraphon and Arco Diva.
These mainly include works from the Romantic era and the 20th century.
