Eva Forejtova se narodila v Karlovych Varech. Po Gspésném zakon-
¢eni studia operniho zpévu na prazské konzervatori v roce 1994
prijala angazma v Komorni opere Praha, kde radu let ztvarriovala
postavy mozartovského repertodru. V poslednich letech hostovala
ve Statni opere Praha a na jevistich nasich oblastnich opernich
scén. V jejim Sirokém opernim repertoaru nalezneme role, jako
jsou Dona Anna a Dona Elvira z Dona Giovanniho od W. A. Mo-
zarta, Knézna z Rusalky A. Dvordéka, Lisak z opery Prihody lisky
Bystrousky L. Janacka, Tosca ze stejnojmenné opery G. Pucciniho,
dale pak roli Xerxa ze stejnojmenné Handlovy opery. Jeji vyrazny
dramaticky sopran byl ocenén porotou na mezinarodni pévecké soutézi Emy Destinnové
v Ceskych Budéjovicich 2. cenou a 3. mistem na soutézi Antonina Dvoraka v Karlovych
Varech. Vedle Gcinkovani v opere se vénuje také cinnosti koncertni, na repertoaru ma jak
pisn€ tak sopréanové party oratornich a kantatovych dél. Ve spolupraci s prednimi ¢eskymi
a zahrani¢nimi orchestry se predstavila na radé koncert doma, ale i v zahranici (Festival
of Perth, International festival Al Bustan Lebanon). Eva Forejtova je ¢astym hostem na fes-
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tivalech vazné hudby jako je festival Prazské jaro, BAROKO, Musica Ecumenica nebo
Bratislavské hudobné slavnosti.

Vladimir Roubal (*1956) pochéazi z Plzn€. Varhany studoval

na konzervatofi v Plzni u prof. Jitky Chaloupkové a v Praze

u prof. Jana Hory, improvizaci u prof. Jaroslava Vodrazky. V letech
1980-1985 pusobil jako varhanik chramu sv. Bartoloméje v Plzni,

v letech 1985-1990 jako varhanik a kapelnik baziliky sv. Markéty
pri benediktinském arciopatstvi v Praze-Brevnové. Od roku 1990
plsobi jako rFeditel chramové hudby Kralovské kanonie premon-
stratl v Praze na Strahové. Zde zalozil chrdmovy sbor Collegium
Strahoviense. V roce 2007 se stal uméleckym vedoucim komorniho
souboru Cesti madrigalisté. Vynika svoji schopnosti improvizace, je
drzitelem dvou prvnich cen na improviza¢nich soutézich (1982, 1988). Koncertoval v Ces-
ké republice, Némecku, Rakousku, Madarsku, Holandsku, Italii, §pané|sku, Francii, Polsku,
Rumunsku, Moldavii, USA a Japonsku. Natocil radu CD, zkomponoval hudbu k nékolika
filmam, spolupracuje s Ceskych rozhlasem i s rozhlasem v dal3ich zemich (Némecko,
Nizozemi, Japonsko) pri nahravani snimkd historickych varhan. V roce 2007 hral ve stra-
hovské bazilice pro prvni ddmu Spojenych statd americkych pani Lauru Bushovou v dobé
oficidlni navstévy prezidenta Spojenych statd v Praze.

Marek Zvolanek vystudoval hru na trubku na prazské konzerva-
tofi u prof. Antonina Vaigla. Sva studia mohl dale doplnit u Hanse
Gansche v salzburském Mozarteu a na Musikakademie v Berliné
u Konradina Grotha. V osmnacti letech se stal élenem Ceské
filharmonie, kde pracoval pod vedenim Vaclava Neumanna. Brzy
se stal vyhleddvanym sélistou pro svou technickou viestrannost
a ténové kvality. Vystoupil na vyznamnych festivalech (Prazské
jaro, Smetanova Litomysl), jako sélista Gcinkoval s nasimi pred-
nimi orchestry (Prazsky komorni orchestr, Symfonicky orchestr
hl.m. Prahy FOK, Sukdv komorni orchestr, Virtuosi di Praga,
Moravska filharmonie Olomouc, Severoceska filharmonie Teplice). Hostoval také se za-
hrani¢nimi orchestry (Basilejsky symfonicky orchestr, Lisabonska filharmonie) a v N¢-
mecku byl pfizvan ke spolutiéinkovani v prestiznim souboru ,Ten of the best”, ktery se
sklada z deseti nejlepsich trumpetistl svéta. Kromé evropskych zemi koncertoval také
v Japonsku. V roce 2004 vedl mistrovskou tridu v japonské Osace a v tomtéZ roce byl
do rozhlasové sité Euroradia uveden primy prenos jeho sélového vanoéniho koncertu
(trubka, varhany). Podilel se na nahravani rady CD, z nichZ jmenujme alespon nahravku
Druhého braniborského koncertu z roku 1997 pro americkou spole¢nost Crystal Records
¢i projekt ,Ceremony of Trumpets”. V roce 2002 natodil CD s Prazskymi Zestovymi sélisty
a v roce 2003 CD Baroque Trumpet Concertos, které vyvolalo Zivy ohlas odborné kritiky.
V soucasné dobé Marek Zvolanek plsobi jako sélotrumpetista Symfonického orchestru
Ceského rozhlasu. Od roku 2001 hraje exkluzivné na nastroj svétoznamého rakouského
vyrobce ,Schagerl Music Instruments”.
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Varhany v kostele sv. Vita:

Na kliru kostela sv. Vita stoji dva varhanni nastroje - u zapadni stény kostela jsou to velké
tfimanudlové romantické varhany a na severni postranni kruchté mensi dvoumanuélovy
barokni nastroj. Velké varhany postavil v roce 1908 prazsky varhanar Heinrich Schiffner
v tehdy modernim systému pneumatické traktury. V roce 2008 dokoncila firma Organa
Kutna Hora restaurovani nastroje. Jedna se zi‘ejmé o nejvétsi hrajici varhany v jihoceském
regionu, které vyznamné reprezentuji ¢eské varhanarstvi své doby. Jejich Sirokad zvukova
paleta, na niz je patrny vliv dobovych zvukovych ideall francouzského varhanarského
uméni 19. stoleti, umoznuje stylovou interpretaci hudby romantismu a 20. stoleti. S na-
strojem je spjato napriklad mladi skladatele Petra Ebena.

Varhany zaujmou neob-
vykle bohatou akantovou vyzdobou. | zvukové jde o velmi pozoruhodny nastroj, ktery se
vyznaéuje jemnou intonaci a zajimavou dispozici s pouzitim v Cechach mélo obvyklého
rejstiiku - chvéjivé Biffary. Je vhodny pro interpretaci ¢eské, rakouské a jihonémecké var-
hanni literatury baroka. Varhany restauroval v roce 1996 Dusan Doubek z Jihlavy.

Eva Forejtova was born in Karlovy Vary. After graduating from
the State Conservatory in Prague in 1994 in the field of operatic
singing, Eva Forejtova accepted her first regular engagement as
a soloist with the Prague Chamber Opera, where she performed
roles in the Mozart repertoire. In recent years, she has served as
a guest to the State Opera Prague and the greatest of our regi-
onal opera stages. In her broad opera repertoire, we find roles,
such as Donna Anna and Donna Elvira in Don Giovanni from W.
A. Mozart, The Foreign Bride in Rusalka from A. Dvorak, Lisak
in the opera The Cunning Little Vixen from L. Janacek, Tosca in
the opera of the same name by G. Puccini and the role of Serse in Handel’s opera. Her
strong dramatic soprano was awarded 2nd place at the international singing competi-
tion Emy Destinn in Ceske Budejovice and 3rd place in the Anatonin Dvorak competi-
tion in Karlovy Vary. In addition to performing in opera, she is also devoted to concert
activities, her repertoire includes both songs and oratorio soprano pieces and can-
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tatas. In cooperation with leading Czech and foreign orchestras, she has performed
in a series of concerts at home and abroad (Festival of Perth, Al Bustan International
Festival of Lebanon). Eva Forejtova is a frequent guest at music festivals such as Pra-
gue Spring Festival, Baroque, Musica Ecumenica or Bratislava Musical Celebrations.

Vladimir Roubal (*1956) was born in Plzen. He completed his
studies at the Plzen Conservatory under Prof. Jitka Chaloupko-
va and at the Prague Conservatory under Prof. Jan Hora. He
studied organ improvisation under Prof. Jaroslav Vodrazka. In
1980-1985, he was the organist at the cathedral of St. Barto-
lomeus in Plzen and in 1985-1990 at St. Margaret’s Basilica at
the Benedictines Abbey in Prague-Brevnov. Since 1990, he has
been the Director of Sacred Music of the Premonstratensian
Royal Canonry in the Basilica of Assumption of the Virgin Mary
in Prague Strahov. He founded a choir and orchestra Collegium
Strahoviense there and he acts as its Artistic Manager and Conductor. In 2007, he has
become the Artistic Manager and Conductor of the chamber ensemble, Czech Madrigal
Singers. He is known as an outstanding improvisator, he won the first prices for organ
improvisation in two national competitions (1982, 1988). He has played concerts in
the Czech Republic, Germany, Austria, Hungary, the Netherlands, Italy, Spain, France,
Poland, Romania, Moldova, United States and Japan. Roubal has recorded a number of
CDs, he is an author of film music, cooperates with Czech Radio, as well as with radio
organizations in Germany, Netherlands and Japan, in recording music on historical
organ instruments. In 2007, he played a special concert for the First Lady of the United
States - Laura Bush, during the official visit of the President of the United States in
Prague, Czech Republic.

Marek Zvolanek studied trumpet at the Prague Conservatory
with Prof. Anthonin Vaigl. He continued his studies with Hans
Ganch at the celebrated Mozarteum in Salzburg and at the Mu-
sikakademie in Berlin with Konrad Groth. He became a member
of the Czech Philharmonic at the age of eighteen, with Vaclav Ne-
uman as conductor. Soon he became a popular soloist known for
his technical versatility and tone quality. He has performed at im-
portant festivals (Prague Spring, Smetana’s Litomysl), including
as a soloist with leading orchestras (Prague Chamber Orchestra,
Symphony Orchestra City of Prague Symphony Orchestra, Suk
Chamber Orchestra, Virtuosi di Praga, Moravian Philharmonic Olomouc, Teplice Phil-
harmonic). Abroad, he has been the guest of the Basle Symphony Orchestra and the
Lisbon Philharmonic, and in Germany, he was invited to take part in the celebrated
ensemble «Ten of the Best>», made up of ten of the best trumpeters in the world. In
addition to concerts in European countries, he has performed in Japan. In 2004, he led
masterclasses in Japan and in the same year, his Christmas solo concert (trumpet and
organ) was broadcast direct on Euroradio. He has participated in recording a series
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of CDs, which include the Second Brandenburg Concerto in 1997 for the American
company Crystal Records for the project «Ceremony of Trumpets». In 2002, Marek
recorded a CD with the Prague Brass Soloists, and in 2003 a CD of baroque trumpet
concertos, which provoked a lively response to critics. At present, Marek Zvolanek is the
solo trumpeter of the Czech Radio Orchestra. Since 2001, he has played exclusively on

an instrument crafted by the world-famous Austrian trumpet producer ,Schagerl Music
Instruments”.

The Organs in the St. Vitus Cathedral:

The building of the St. Vitus cathedral contains two huge instruments. At the western wall
of the church stands a large three-manual romantic organ, and on the north side, a bit
smaller, a two-manual baroque organ. The great organ was built in 1908 by Prague
organ builder Heinrich Schiffner with a modern pneumatic tracker system for its time.
In 2008, the company Organa Kutna Hora completed restoration of the instrument.
This is probably the largest working organ in the Southbohemian region, significantly
representing Czech organ craftsmanship during this time. The wide range of sound,
which is evidently influenced by contemporary sound ideals of French organ music of
the 19th century, allows for a stylish interpretation of romantic music and music of the
20th century. The instrument is connected, for example, with the young years of the
composer Petr Eben (1929-2007).

The smaller choir organ was built in 1715 by an unknown organ builder. The organ has
an unusually rich acanthus decoration. Soundwise, it also is a very remarkable instrument,
which is characterized by subtle intonation and attractive disposition with an in the Czech
Republic unusual register - the Biffara tremulant. It is suitable for the interpretation of
Czech, Austrian and south German baroque organ literature. The Organ was restored in
1996 by Dusan Doubek from Jihlava.
