Sung-ho Chang hraje vyznamnou roli v korejském hudebnim svété
jako propagator kytarové hry. Hru na tento nastroj vystudoval

na Krélovské konzervatori v Madridu. Ziskal ceny v fadé mezina-
rodnich kytarovych soutézi a Gc¢astnil se mistrovskych kurza, které
vedli Andrés Segovia nebo Alberto Ponce. V Evropé i dnes ¢asto
koncertuje a vede mistrovské tridy. Pravidelné vystupuje také v Ko-
reji, kde hral s vétsinou vyznamnych korejskych umélcd a orches-
trd véetné KBS Orchestra, Prime Philharmonic Orchestra nebo
Koyang Philharmonic Orchestra. V roce 2003 natocil dvé cenéna
CD (,Paganini” a ,Spanish Heart") a realizoval turné se skladbou
J. Rodriga Concierto de Aranjuez. Diky svému prinosu k propagaci
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Spanélské kytarové tvorby se stal prvnim korejskym umélcem, ktery obdrzel od Spanélské-
ho krale Juana Carlose Il. velkou medaili krélovny Isabely Katolické za kulturu. Prestoze
ma Siroky repertoar, snazi se ho dale rozsirit Gpravami vyznamnych skladeb. V roce 2004
podnikl turné po Koreji s vlastnim aranzma Beethovenova houslového koncertu. Podobné
upravil i houslové skladby Mozarta a J. S. Bacha. Stal se nej¢ast€ji provadénym korejskym
umélcem. V soucasnosti vyucuje na Korea National University of Arts.

Mee-Hae Ryo patii v soucasnosti mezi nejvyznamné;jsi korejské
violoncellisty. S nastrojem se poprvé setkala v Sesti letech. Jeji
prvni ucitelkou byla jeji matka. Pokracovala v USA na slavné Juilli-
ard School v New Yorku a doktorsky titul ziskala na Michiganské
univerzit€. Zucastnila se Usp€sné rliznych mezinarodnich soutézi.
Dale vystupovala jako sélistka a stala se ¢lenkou v Koreji velmi
populérniho kvarteta ,Quartet Noblesse”, se kterym v roce 2008
G¢inkovala na Mezinarodnim hudebnim festivalu Cesky Krumlov.
Jeji intenzivni koncertni ¢innost se odehravéa predevsim v Evropé

a v Koreji. U nés vystupovala napriklad s Komornim orchestrem
prazskych symfonika v prazské Smetanové sini nebo s Filharmonii
Hradec Kralové. V roce 2006 natocila se Symfonickym orchestrem
Ceského rozhlasu pod vedenim Vladimira Valka pro firmu Sony Classic Schumanntiv
violoncellovy koncert. Mee-Hae Ryo je pravideln€ zvana do porot mezinarodnich violon-
cellovych soutézi.

Cesky komorni orchestr je dédicem télesa téhoZ jména, které zaloZil a ved! v letech 1946
az 1948 slavny dirigent Vaclav Talich. Mezi jeho ¢leny se vystridali mnozi predni instru-
mentalisté a dirigenti, kteri zde nalezli vysokou skolu interpreta¢niho uméni. Prvni hous-
lista tehdejsiho orchestru, Talichtv zak a spolupracovnik, primarius a zakladatel Vlachova
kvarteta Josef Vlach, se po deseti letech v roce 1957 vratil k Talichové myslence, soustredil
kolem sebe 24 vynikajicich hracd na smyccové nastroje a stal se ucitelem a vedoucim toho-
to orchestru. S pozehnanim zakladatele Vaclava Talicha si Cesky komorni orchestr brzy vy-
dobyl postaveni Spickového télesa a po rychlém vzestupu nastalo obdobi velkych tGspéch.
Béhem své pedagogické, koncertni a dirigentské ¢innosti vychoval Josef Vlach generaci
mladych umélct, kteri plsobi v prednich ¢eskych orchestrech a komornich souborech.

A praveé tito jeho Zaci spolec¢né s primymi dédici Vlachovy myslenky - ¢leny Vlachova
kvarteta - navazuji na interpretacni idealy Vaclava Talicha a Josefa Vlacha. Nastudovani
nového repertoaru se vénuiji, vedle koncertni mistryné Ceského komorniho orchestru Jany
Vlachové, také dirigenti Ondreje Kukal a Andreas Sebastian Weiser. Pri své praci vychazeji
z presvédceni, Ze komorni orchestr se musi Fidit stejnymi zasadami jako smyc&covy kvartet.

Sung-ho Chang plays an important role as the guitar player in the
Korean music world. He studied guitar at the Royal Conservatory of
Music in Madrid. He won prices in many international guitar compe-
titions and participated in master classes, led by Andrés Segovia and
Alberto Ponce. In Europe, he often plays concerts and leads master
classes. He regularly performs in Korea, where he played with most
of the major Korean artists and orchestras, including the KBS Or-
chestra, Prime Philharmonic Orchestra and Philharmonic Orchestra
Koyang. In 2003, he recorded two valued CDs (,,Paganini” and
»Spanish Heart") and toured with ]. Rodrigo’s Concierto de Aran-
Juez. Thanks to his contribution to performances of Spanish guitar
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music, he was one of the first Korean artists to be awarded the great cultural medal of Isabel
La Catolica by Spanish king, Juan Carlos Il. Although he already has a broad repertoire, he
always seeks to extend it by adapting remarkable works. In 2004, he toured with his own
arrangements of Beethoven'’s Violin concerto in Korea. Similarly, he modified compositions
for violin from Mozart and |.S. Bach. He became the most well-performed Korean artist. He
is currently teaching as a professor at the Korea National University of Arts.

Mee-Hae Ryo is currently one of the most recognized cellists in
the Republic of Korea. Her first encounter with the cello was when
she was only six years old. Her mother, who was a passionate lover
of cello music, inspired her to take first lessons. She continued her
studies in the US at the world famous Juillard Music School and
finished her studies with a PhD degree in music at the University
of Michigan. She successfully took part in various international
competitions. She developed further as a soloist and became

a member of the very popular Korean quartet “Quartet Noblesse”.
As a very active concert cellist, she had held concerts mainly in Eu-
rope and Korea. She has performed for example with the Cham-
ber Orchestra of the Prague Symphonic at the Smetana Hall in
Prague and with the Hradec Kralové Philharmonic. In 2006, she recorded, together with
the Czech Radio Symphonic directed by Vladimir Valek, Schumann’s concert for violon-
cello for Sony Classic. Mee-Hae Ryo is regularly invited as a jury member of international
music competitions.

The Czech Chamber Orchestra is the heir of an orchestra with the same name, which
was founded and led in 1946-1948 by the famous Conductor Vaclav Talich. Among its
members, it had many leading instrumentalists and conductors, who were part of the
high school of interpretative art. The then first violinist of the orchestra, Talich’s pupil
and colleague, primarius and founder of the Vlach Quartet, Josef Vlach, came back

to Talich’s idea after ten years in 1957, and with him 24 excellent players on stringed
instruments, then becoming a teacher and leader of the orchestra. With the blessing of
founder Vaclav Talich, the Czech Chamber Orchestra soon gained the standing of a lea-
ding orchestra, and after rapid development gained permanently major success. During
his teaching, conducting concerts and activities, Josef Vlach trained a generation of
young artists, who now play in leading czech orchestras and chamber ensembles. Those
students, together with the direct heirs of Vlach’s ideas - the members of the Vlach
Quartet - linked to interpretative ideals of Vaclav Talich and Josef Vlach. Their dedicati-
on to learning new repertoire show not only the concertmasters of the Czech Chamber
Orchestra of Jan Vlach, but also the conductors Andrew Kukal and Andreas Sebastian
Weiser. Their work is based on the belief, that a Chamber Orchestra must be guided by
the same principles as a string quartet.
