Palya Bea Quartet (Hungary)
Kéve Dance Ensemble (Hungary), led by Gabor Budai

Beata Palya (born 1976) began her artistic career as

a child, when she performed with the folklore group in

her native village. At the age of sixteen she won a regional
singing competition and joined Zurgo, a traditional folklore
group. This inspired her to study the old musical traditions
of Hungary and Transylvania at university. Her dissertation
looked at relations between traditional and modern mu-
sic. In spite of her interest in musical theory and history,
performing remained her main priority in life. Apart from
the Hungarian folklore she had known from her youth, she
allowed her ever-developing style to be influenced by jazz,
gypsy music and the music of India and Persia. She then
expanded her horizons to include vocal techniques from all
over the world during her four years of cooperation with the Széke ,Bladder Circus” Sza-
bolcs music theatre, using these to develop her own unique voice. Palya performed with
various groups from 1997 to 2003. She also had the opportunity to study Indian music
for several months in 2002 and took part in the opening ceremony of the Olympic Games
in Athens in 2004. She has performed with her own quintet since 2005. Beata Palya has
recorded four solo albums and has taken part in a great many other recordings.

The Kéve folk dance ensemble, under the leader-
ship of Gabor Budai, will perform an hour-long
programme consisting of authentic Hungarian
folk dance accompanied by live music. Viewers
will also have the chance to admire traditional
Hungarian folk costume. This ensemble of around
thirty members has appeared in around twenty
countries throughout the world and is regularly
invited to international folklore festivals.
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
