The Martint Quartet was formed in 1976 at the Prague
Conservatory. Up to 1985, the ensemble performed un-
der the name Havlak Quartet. The founding members
of the ensemble studied at the Prague Conservatory
under Prof. Viktor Moucka, a member of the Vlach
Quartet and at the Academy of Performing Arts in
Prague under Prof. Antonin Kohout and Milan Skampa,
long-time members of the famous Smetana Quartet.
They have taken part in numerous master classes led

by members of renowned international quartets and have won awards in a number of
international competitions. The quartet performs at home and abroad, it has appeared in
most European countries and also repeatedly in the USA, Canada, Japan and Cuba. The
quartet does regular tours, takes part in various international festivals and works with
radio, television and record companies. The Martin( Quartet has a broad repertoire, with
special emphasis on Czech chamber music (especially the work of Bohuslav Martin®),
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though it does not neglect international quartet literature. The quartet devotes particular
attention to the music of the 20th century and has won prestigious international awards
for its recordings of work by Bohuslav Martind and Sylvie Bodorova.

1st violin, Lubomir Havlak is a founding member of the quartet. He has been interested in
chamber music since his studies at the Prague Conservatory and Academy of Performing
Arts. He teaches periodically, conducts a chamber orchestra and gives solo performances.

Irena Herajnova is the youngest member of the quartet. She graduated from the Pilsen
Conservatory in 2000 and then continued her studies at the Academy of Performing Arts
in Prague under Prof. lvan Straus. She completed a residential in Weimar, took part in
summer master classes and has played in several international orchestras.

Violist Jan JiSa has been a member of the quartet since its foundation. He is a graduate

of the Prague Conservatory and Academy of Performing Arts in Prague. He occasionally
performs as a soloist and has recorded for Czech Radio. In recent years he has also begun
teaching.

Cellist Jitka VlIasankova has been a member of the quartet since 1986. She picked up her
first instrument at the age of seven. She is a graduate of the Prague Conservatory and
Academy of Performing Arts in Prague. She has taken master classes with leading, world
famous cellists and won a scholarship to study under William Pleeth in London. She has
won prizes in numerous national and international competitions. Apart from her work
with the Martin Quartet, to which she has devoted most of her professional life, she also
gives solo recitals and works with a number of leading Czech artists.
