Prestizni Fulbrightovo stipendium ji
umoznilo studovat na Curtisové institutu ve Filadelfii (USA) u prof. Marilyn Costello.
Ziskala prvni ceny na nékolika mezinarodnich souté€zich. Spolupracovala s vyznamnymi
umélci a soubory, at jiz u nas (napi. Josef Suk, Pavel Sporcl, Ivan Zenaty, Prazakovo kvar-
teto, Wihanovo kvarteto, Haas Quartet, Ceské noneto) nebo v zahrani¢i (nap¥. Mstislav
Rostropovi¢, Eugenie Zukerman, Robert Stallman, Gerard Caussé, Cynthia Phelps). Jako
sélistka spolupracovala s dirigenty Zderikem Méacalem, Jirim Bélohlavkem, Ondrejem
Kukalem nebo Jakubem Hridsou. V zahranici hrala nékolik let s Filadelfskym orchestrem

a méla mozZnost pracovat s dirigenty, jako jsou Simon Rattle, Claudio Abbado, Riccardo
Muti, Wolfgang Sawallisch, Michael Tilson-Thomas nebo Seiji Ozawa. Zucastnila se rady
festivalt v Evropé€, Americe a Japonsku. Vedla mistrovské tridy v USA, Kanadé, Hongkon-
gu a Italii. V newyorské Carnegie Hall debutovala v roce 1998. Jako sélistka méla moznost
vystupovat v sélech jako jsou Beethoven Saal v Bonnu, Théatre Athénée v Parizi, Audi-
torio Nacional de Musica v Madridu, ¢i v komornim sale Berlinskych filharmonikd. Vedle
klasického repertoaru se vénuje také soudobé hudbé€; cela rada skladatelli pro ni napsala
skladby, napfr. Sylvie Bodorovda, Zden€k Lukas, Jan F. Fischer, Karel Janovicky, Jindfich Feld
nebo Lubos Sluka. Podilela se na nahravani vice nez 30 CD napt. pro firmy Supraphon,
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Harmonia Mundi nebo New World Records USA. Nahréla napriklad Mozartdv dvojkon-
cert pro flétnu a harfu s americkym flétnistou Robertem Stallmanem a s Ceskym komor-
nim orchestrem pod vedenim O. Kukala (2009) nebo francouzskou hudbu prvni poloviny
20. stoleti (Francaix, Jolivet, Pierné, D’Indy) s flétnistou Carlo Jansem a ¢leny Kvarteta
Martinti (2007). Katefina Englichovéa obdrzela Cenu Komorniho spolku pii Ceské filhar-
monii za piinos v komorni hudbé.

Lubomir Brabec (*1953 v Plzni) patfi bezesporu k nejznaméjsim ¢eskym hudebnim
interpretdim soucasnosti. Na kytaru zacal hrat ve tfinacti letech. Konzervatorni studia
absolvoval v Plzni a v Praze. V roce 1974 zvitézil v mezinarodni kytarové soutézi v Praze

a v roce 1980 ziskal stipendium na Royal Academy of Music v Londyné. UZ po desetileti
dobyva uspéchy na nejvyznamnéjsich pédiich doma i ve svété. Je prosluly svou snahou
koncertovat v neobvyklém prostredi, coz spojuje také s nekonvenénimi cestovatelskymi

a sportovnimi aktivitami. Jako prvni hudebnik na svété uskutecnil v roce 1997 koncert

v Antarktidé. Podobné neobvykly pristup ma k dramaturgii svych koncertd, kdy vedle
sebe zarazuje hudbu velmi odliSnych typU a zcela planovité experimentuje. Angazuje se
také na badatelském poli. Vyhledava v archivech dosud neobjevenou a nezndmou tvorbu
a mnoho zapomenutych skladeb zaznélo jeho zasluhou v obnovenych premiérach. Pro
kytaru upravil stovky dél uréenych pro jiné nastroje. Diky jeho aranzérské praci se rozsifil
kytarovy repertodr o radu sélovych, ansdmblovych a doprovodnych parta. | kdyz tézistém
Brabcovy koncertni ¢innosti je klasickd hudba, neboji se vyletd do oblasti jazzu a popu-
larni hudby. Jeho diskografie obsahuje vice nez 30 tituld zahrnujicich hudbu od baroka

po soudobou hudbu (J. S. Bach, F. Sor, F. Tarrega, N. Paganini, A. Vivaldi, H. Villa-Lobos,
V. Trojan, E. Granados, J. Rodrigo, J. Obrovska, S. Hororova aj.). Za nékteré své nahravky
obdrzel vyznamna ocenéni.

Alzbéta Vickova absolvovala prazskou konzervator (prof. Jan Paleni¢ek) a za studif

na Hudebni fakulté¢ AMU byla posluchackou ve tfidé doc. Miroslava Petrase. V roce 1992
se stala finalistkou Mezinarodni violoncellové soutéze Beethoveniv Hradec. Ziskala

2. cenu na Mezinarodni soutézi Bohuslava Martin( v rakouském Semmeringu. Zicastnila
se mistrovskych kurzd pod vedenim A. May, Z. Nelsové, St. Apolina, T. Kiihne a absolvo-
vala pUlro¢ni stdz na Konzervatofri v PafizZi ve tridé prof. Rolanda Pidoux. Kromé sélové
¢innosti se intenzivné vénuje komorni hudbé, je ¢lenkou klavirniho tria ArteMiss. Pedago-
gicky plsobi na pobocce Newyorské univerzity v Praze.

Katefina Englichova is a leading representative of the Czech harp school. She studied
under Prof. Libuse Vachlova at the Prague Conservatory. The prestigious Fulbright Scho-
larship enabled her to study at the Curtis Institute in Philadelphia (USA) under Prof. Mari-
lyn Costello. She has won first prize at several international competitions and has worked
with many prestigious artists and ensembles, whether at home (e.g. Josef Suk, Pavel Spor-
cl, lvan Zenaty, Prazak Quartet, Wihan Quartet, Haas Quartet, Czech Nonet) or abroad
(e.g. Mstislav Rostropovi¢, Eugenie Zukerman, Robert Stallman, Gerard Caussé, Cynthia
Phelps). As a soloist, she has worked with conductors such as Zdenék Macal, Jiri Bélohla-
vek, Ondrej Kukal and Jakub Hrlsa. Abroad, she played with the Philadelphia Orchestra
for several years and had the opportunity to work with conductors such as Simon Rattle,
Claudio Abbado, Riccardo Muti, Wolfgang Sawallisch, Michael Tilson-Thomas and Seiji
Ozawa. She has taken part in countless festivals in Europe, America and Japan and led
master classes in the USA, Canada, Hong Kong and Italy. She debuted in New York's Car-
negie Hall in 1998, and has had the opportunity to perform at venues such as the Beetho-
ven Saal in Bonn, Théatre Athénée in Paris, Auditorio Nacional de Mdsica in Madrid or the
Berlin Philharmonic Chamber Music Hall. As well as a classical repertoire, she is also inte-
rested in contemporary music and many composers have written pieces for her, e.g. Sylvie
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Bodorova, Zden€k Lukas, Jan F. Fischer, Karel Janovicky, Jindrich Feld and Lubos Sluka.
She has recorded more than 30 CDs, e.g. for the companies Supraphon, Harmonia Mundi
and New World Records USA. For example, she recorded Mozart's concert for flute and
harp with American flautist Robert Stallman and the Czech Chamber Orchestra under the
baton of O. Kukal (2009) or a recording of French music from the first half of the 20th
century (Francaix, Jolivet, Pierné, D’Indy) with flautist Carlo Jansem and members of the
Martind Quartet (2007). Katerina Englichova was awarded the Chamber Music Associati-
on of the Czech Philharmonic Orchestra prize for her contribution to chamber music.

Lubomir Brabec (*1953, Pilsen) is undoubtedly one of today’s best known Czech musici-
ans. He began playing guitar at the age of thirteen. He is a graduate of the conservatory
in Pilsen and Prague. He won an international guitar competition in Prague in 1974 and
received a scholarship to the Royal Academy of Music in London in 1980. After decades of
concerts, he has conquered the leading stages at home and abroad. He is famous for his
efforts to find unusual settings for his concerts, which he combines with his unconventio-
nal travel and sports activities. He was the first musician in the world to perform a concert
in Antarctica in 1997. He has a similarly unusual approach to his concert programme,
where he merges diverse types of music and systematically embraces experimentation.
Lubomir Brabec is also active in the research field. He methodically searches archives for
undiscovered and unknown works and many forgotten compositions have been heard
once more in renewed premieres thanks to his efforts. He has also adapted hundreds

of works for the guitar and thanks to his arrangements the repertoire for the guitar has
been expanded by many solo, ensemble and accompanying parts. Although the core of
Brabec's concert activities is classical music, he is not afraid to branch out into the fields
of jazz and popular music. His discography includes more than 30 titles ranging from the
Baroque to contemporary music (J. S. Bach, F. Sor, F. Tarrega, N. Paganini, A. Vivaldi,

H. Villa-Lobos, V. Trojan, E. Granados, J. Rodrigo, J. Obrovska, S. Bodorova...). He has
received a number of prestigious awards for his recordings.

Alzbéta Vickova is a graduate of the Prague Conservatory (Prof. Jan Palenic¢ek) and
studied under Doc. Miroslav Petras at the Music Faculty of the Academy of Performing
Arts. In 1992 she was a finalist in the International Violoncello Competition, Beethoven's
Hradec. She won 2nd prize in the International Bohuslav Martin Competition in Semme-
ring, Austria. She has taken part in master classes under A. May, Z. Nelsova, St. Apolin,

T. Kithne and, during a half year stay, at the Conservatoire in Paris studied under Prof. Ro-
land Pidoux. As well as solo performances, she also devotes herself intensively to chamber
music and is a member of the piano trio, ArteMiss. She teaches at the branch of New York
University in Prague.
