Broadway je nazev newyorské ulice, ktera dala jméno nejen celé divadelni ¢tvrti této
metropole, ale také typu divadla, které se zde péstuje. Provoz v asi ¢tyrech desitkach
zdejsich divadelnich budov se vyrazné lisi od evropskych zvyklosti. Nepracuji v nich
stalé ansambly, ale divadla se pronajimaji producentiim, kteri na kazdou inscenaci
sestavuji herecké obsazeni a celé realiza¢ni tymy. Jde o komeréni divadlo, investice

do hereckych hvézd a nakladné vypravy se musi vyplatit a prinést zisk, a to je mozné
jen pri dosazeni vysokého poctu repriz. Hlavni soucasti zdejsiho repertoaru je hudebni
divadlo, predevsim muzikély. Cilem programu Bravo Broadway! spole¢nosti John Such
Artists"Management, Ltd. je spojit typ amerického hudebniho divadla s koncerty sym-
fonickych orchestr( a dat prilezitost mladym talentovanym broadwayskym interpretim
predstavit sv(j repertoar koncertnimu publiku. Projekt bézi Gspé€sné od roku 1994

a umoznil publiku na celém svété zazit néco z atmosféry Broadwaye vzdy ve spolecnos-
ti trojice zdejsich péveckych hvézd.

Debbie Gravitte patii k nejlepsim zpévackdam Broadwaye soucasnosti. Jeji rdznoroda
kariéra ji vSak zavedla i do koncertnich sini. Po svém muzikalovém debutu se objevila

v fadé predstaveni (Zorba, Chicago, Les Miserables a dalsi). Vystupuje také ve vybranych
noc¢nich klubech. Zpivala s fadou symfonickych orchestrd, byla hvézdou mnoha televiz-
nich poradd. Zatim posledni CD, které dokoncila, nese titul Defying Gravity. Je vzornou
matkou tii déti.

Christiane Noll pochazi z New Yorku, vystudovala Carnegie Mellon University. Brzy se
stala jednou z nejvsestrannéjSich herec¢ek amerického hudebniho divadla s Sirokym reper-
todrem zahrnujicim jak muzikalovy repertoar broadwayskych divadel, tak operu, operetu
a jazz. Na Broadway divadle debutovala v roli Emmy v Muzikalu Jekyll a Hyde, nedavno
zazila velky Gspéch v roli Jane Smart v americké premiéie Carodéjnic z Eastwicku. Je pra-
videlnou hostujici sélistkou v Bravo Broadway! Vedle rady dalSich nahravek vydala tfi sé-
lova CD (Christiane Noll - A Broadway Love Story, The Ira Gershwin Album, Live At The
Westbank Café). Uspé&sné vystupovala i v operetach a v zajezdovych predstavenich muzi-
kalt Grease a Miss Saigon. V opernim divadle debutovala na scéné€ Washington National
Opera v Leharové Veselé vdové po boku Placida Dominga. Vystupuje také na sélovych
show v broadwayskych kabaretech.

Doug LaBrecque uchvatil publikum v rolich Fantéma a Raoula v inscenaci Fantéma opery.
Hvézdou Broadwaye se ale stal jiz drive, a to jako Ravenal v novém nastudovani slavné
Lodi komediantll od J. Kerna a O. Hammersteina. V této roli vystupoval také v Kanadé

a v Chicagu. Byl jednim z hostd na oslavach 100. narozenin O. Hammersteina a procesto-
val USA v predstaveni Les Miserables. Hral hlavni role v dalSich predstavenich (Candide,
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A Chorus Line, Man of La Mancha aj.). Vystupuje také na koncertech, byl sélistou mnoha
prednich svétovych orchestrd. Jeho nahravky jsou vénovany predevsim muzikalovému
repertoaru.

Randall Craig Fleischer se stal nejprve bakalarem hudby na Oberlin Conservatory of
Music a dirigovani studoval soukromé u Otto Wenera Muellera a v mistrovskych tfidach

u Seiji Ozawy, Riccarda Mutiho a dalSich. Magisterského titulu dosahl na Indiana Univer-
sity School of Music, béhem studia byl také sbormistrem universitniho operniho divadla.
V letech 1986-1989 slouzil jako dirigent-asistent u American Symphony Orchestra. V roce
1989 studoval také u Leonarda Bernsteina v Tanglewoodu, letnim stfedisku Bostonského
symfonického orchestru. Mezinarodné na sebe poprvé upozornil v roce 1990, kdyz dirigo-
val Dvorakuv violoncellovy koncert s Mstislavem Rostropovi¢em jako sélistou na turné Na-
tional Symphony Orchestra po Japonsku a SSSR. Kritika ocenila Fleischerovu schopnost
vést orchestr ve skute¢ném dialogu se sélistou. V roce 1995 debutoval v New York City
Opera jako dirigent Mozartovy Kouzelné flétny. Jeho operni repertoar zahrnuje dila, jako
jsou La Bohéme, Turandot, Tosca, Madama Butterfly, Don Giovanni, La Traviata a dalsi.
Kritika priznava jeho subtilnimu pfristupu k interakci mezi sélovymi zpévaky a orchestrem
kvalitu komorni hudby. Jako skladatel patii k dalezitym predstaviteldm syntézy symfonické
hudby s rockem a folklérnimi inspiracemi tzv. world music. Dnes jsou takové snahy stale
béznéjsi, R. C. Fleischer vSak byl jejich priakopnikem uz pred dvaceti lety. Spolupracoval

s Fadou osobnosti z oblasti rocku, popu i americké lidové hudby. Jako vasnivy propagator
nové hudby zadal a fidil provedeni mnoha svétovych premiér dél zijicich skladateld. Vasni-
vé se vénuje hudebni vychové, je spoluautorem rady instruktivnich dél pro déti, pripravuje
také vychovné orchestralni programy pro déti.

Moravska filharmonie Olomouc patfi k prednim a nejstarsim symfonickym orchestriim

v Ceské republice. V ¢ele Moravské filharmonie staly vyznamné osobnosti ¢eské hudebni
kultury, za jejim dirigentskym pultem se stridali pfedni svétovi dirigenti, napr. O. Klempe-
rer, A. Jansons, Lord Y. Menuhin, V. Neumann, L. Pesek a dalsi. Jejimi hosty byli vyznamni
instrumentalisté, napt. S. Richter, I. Oistrach, G. Kremer, S. Ishikawa, P. Fournier, D. Sa-
fran, A. Navarra, . Suk, V. Hudecek, J. Carreras, A. Baltsa a mnoho dalsich. Za vice nez 50
let svého pusobeni si Moravska filharmonie vytvorila mimoradné rozsahly a rozmanity re-
pertoar. Orchestr vénuje pozornost velkym tvircdm svétové hudby 19. a 20. stoleti. Je sa-
mozrejmé, Zze Moravska filharmonie patii k autentickym interpretdm klasikd ¢eské narodni
hudebni kultury - A. Dvoréka, B. Smetany, L. Janacka a B. Martin(. Moravska filharmonie
intenzivné propaguje soudobou ¢eskou i svétovou hudebni tvorbu, o ¢emz svéddi, ze jiz
premiérovala vice nez 250 novinek. V posledni dobé se Moravska filharmonie Olomouc
specializuje na CD nahravky hudby soudobych autord. S velkym ohlasem vystupovala

v prevazné vétsiné evropskych statll, do mnoha mist v zahranici se vraci pro velky ohlas
obecenstva i kritiky opakované témér kazdy rok. Zucastnila se vyznamnych mezinarodnich
hudebnich festivall, napf. v Recku, Némecku, §pané|sku, Francii, Italii a Rakousku.

Broadway is the name of a New York street which gave its name not only to the entire
theatre district of this metropolis, but also to the type of theatre cultivated there. The forty
or so theatre buildings there operate in stark contrast to European custom. There are no
regular ensembles here, theatres are leased to producers who cast and put together the
entire realisation team for each production. This is commercial theatre; investments in
stars and expensive set designs must pay off and generate profit, and this is only possible
with a high number of repeat performances. The main part of the theatrical repertoire
here is music theatre, mainly musicals. The aim of the Bravo Broadway! Program by John
Such Artists’ Management, Ltd. is to combine a type of American music theatre with
concerts by symphonic orchestras and give young, talented Broadway performers the
chance to present their repertoire to the concert public. The project has been running
successfully since 1994 and has allowed the public worldwide to experience something of
the Broadway atmosphere, always in the company of three Broadway singing stars.

Debbie Gravitte is one of the best singers on Broadway today. Her varied career however,
has also led her to concert halls. After making her Broadway debut, she went on to appear
in a number of productions (Zorba, Chicago, Les Miserables...). She also performs at
selected night clubs. Debbie has sung with numerous symphony orchestras and was the
star of many television programmes. Her latest CD is called Defying Gravity. She is an
exemplary mother of three children.

Christiane Noll comes from New York and she is a graduate of Carnegie Mellon Univer-
sity. She soon became one of the most versatile actresses in American music theatre with
a broad repertoire that includes Broadway musicals, opera, operetta and jazz. She debu-
ted on Broadway in the role of Emma in the musical Jekyll and Hyde. She recently enjoyed
enormous success in the role of Jane Smart in the American premiere of the Witches of
Eastwick. She is a regular guest soloist in Bravo Broadway! As well as numerous other re-
cordings, she has also released three solo CDs (Christiane Noll - A Broadway Love Story,
The Ira Gershwin Album, Live at the Westbank Café). She has successfully appeared in
operettas and performed in national tours of Grease and Miss Saigon. Ms. Noll made her
opera debut at the Washington National Opera in Lehar’s The Merry Widow, alongside
Placido Domingo. She also performs a solo show in Broadway cabarets.

Doug LaBrecque thrilled audiences as the Phantom and Raoul in the production of The

Phantom of the Opera. However, he was already a Broadway star thanks to an earlier role as
Ravenal in a revival of the famous musical Showboat by |. Kern and O. Hammerstein. He also
appeared in this role in Canada and Chicago. He was once of the guests at O. Hammerstein's
100th Birthday Celebrations and toured the USA with Les Miserables. Mr. LaBreque has also
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performed the lead role in other productions (Candide, A Chorus Line, Man of La Mancha,
etc.). He also performs at concerts and has been a soloist with some of the finest symphony
orchestras in the world. His recordings are largely devoted to a musical repertoire.

Randall Craig Fleischer first became a Bachelor of Music at the Oberlin Conservatory of
Music and studied conducting privately with Otto Wener Mueller and in master classes
with Seiji Ozawa, Riccardo Muti and others. He obtained his masters degree at the Indi-
ana University School of Music and was also the chorus master of the university opera
theatre during his studies. In 1986-1989 he was the assistant conductor of the American
Symphony Orchestra. In 1989 he also studied with Leonard Bernstein at Tanglewood,
the summer home of the Boston Symphonic Orchestra. Mr. Fleischer first came to inter-
national attention in 1990, when he conducted Dvorak’s Cello Concerto with Mstislav
Rostropovich as soloist during the National Symphony Orchestra’s tour of Japan and

the USSR. Critics lauded Fleischer’s ability to lead the orchestra in a true dialogue with
the soloist. He debuted at the New York City Opera in 1995, conducting Mozart’s “The
Magic Flute”. His opera repertoire includes works such as La Bohéme, Turandot, Tosca,
Madam Butterfly, Don Giovanni, La Traviata and others. Critics admit his subtle approach
to interaction between solo singers and the orchestra has a chamber music quality. As

a composer, Mr. Fleischer is an important proponent of the fusion of symphonic music
with rock and folklore inspirations, or so called world music. Today, such efforts are more
common, but R. C. Fleischer was a pioneer twenty years ago. He has worked with various
artists in the field of rock, pop and American folk music. As a passionate promoter of new
music, he has commissioned and conducted many world premieres by living composers.
He is also a passionate music educator and the co-author of a series of instructional works
for children. He also prepares educational orchestral programmes for children.

The Moravian Philharmonic Olomouc is one of the foremost and oldest symphony or-
chestras in the Czech Republic. Important personalities in Czech music culture have stood
at the head of the Moravian Philharmonic, while leading international conductors such

as O. Klemperer, A. Jansons, Lord Y. Menuhin, V. Neumann, L. PeSek and others have
taken up the baton. Its guests have included prominent instrumentalists such as S. Richter,
I. Oistrach, G. Kremer, S. Ishikawa, P. Fournier, D. Safran, A. Navarra, J. Suk, V. Hudecek,
J. Carreras, A. Baltsa and many more. Over more than 50 years of existence, the Moravian
Philharmonic has created an exceptionally large and varied repertoire. The orchestra
devotes particular attention to the great composers of the 19th and 20th centuries. Natu-
rally, the Moravian Philharmonic is also an authentic interpreter of the classics of Czech
national music culture - A. Dvorak, B. Smetana, L. Janacek and B. MartinG. The Moravian
Philharmonic intensively promotes contemporary Czech and international music, which is
evidenced by its introduction of more than 250 new works. In recent years, the Moravian
Philharmonic has specialised in CD recordings of music by contemporary composers.

The Moravian Philharmonic has performed to great acclaim in most European countries,
regularly returning to many places abroad year after year thanks to the great response of
the public and critics alike. It has also taken part in prestigious music festivals in countries
such as Greece, Germany, Spain, France, Italy and Austria.
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
