Mladicka korejska violoncellistka Minji Lee ma povést zazra¢ného
ditéte. Jednou poslouchala krdsnou melodii v podani Mstislava Ro-
stropovice a rozhodla se, Ze bude hrat na cello jako on. Ziskala radu
cen z korejskych violoncellovych soutézi, diky nimz byla pozvana

k s6lovym recitaliim do vyznamnych korejskych koncertnich sini. PFi
svém prvnim vystoupeni s orchestrem Seoul Classical Players hréla
pravé Haydn(v koncert C dur.

The Calgary Youth Orchestra je chloubou konzervatore Mount Royal College v kanad-
ském Calgary. Jde o jeden z nejlepsich mladeznickych orchestrd v Kanadé, ktery v letosni
sezéné oslavil jiz padesat let existence. Orchestr spolupracoval napfiklad s dirigenty

jako Mario Bernardi, Bramwell Tovey, Kasuyoshi Akiyama, Simon Streatfield nebo Hans
Graf. Mezi pozoruhodné koncerty Ize zaradit vystoupeni s Calgarskym filharmonickym
orchestrem, vybrani ¢lenové hréli se skupinou Finger Eleven kanadsky hit Paralyzer pfi
predavani cen Juno Awards. V ramci svych turné orchestr tc¢inkoval téZ v Evropé, Australii,
na Novém Zélandu a v Japonsku. Odchovance CYO nalezneme jak ve vSech vyznamnych
kanadskych orchestrech tak v dalSich svétové proslulych orchestrech, napriklad v Cleve-
landském orchestru nebo v Bostonském symfonickém orchestru. Mnozi zvitézili v prestiz-
nich narodnich i mezinarodnich soutézich nebo jsou ¢leny uznavanych komornich téles,
jako napriklad smyccovych kvartet Borromeo a Cassatt.

Dirigent Edmond Agopian pochazi z Rumunska, kde se také zacal ucit na housle. Emigro-
val do Kanady, ve svych studiich pokracoval na Torontské univerzité, na Juilliard Scholl of
Music v New Yorku a na Mezinarodni mistrovské hudebni akademii ve Svycarsku. V roce
1991 se stal profesorem houslové hry na Univerzité v Calgary, dirigentem orchestru této
univerzity a hostujicim umélcem konzervator'e Mount Royal College. Hudebnim reditelem
Calgary Youth Orchestra je od roku 2002. Jeho houslova metoda Priivodce technikou
~Nemdm ¢&as cvicit” se stala bestsellerem. Jeho studenti ziskavaji doméaci i mezinarodni
ocenéni a jsou ¢leny viech velkych kanadskych orchestrd, stejné jako orchestrd v USA.
Pred léty zalozil a stale umélecky vede letni festival komorni hudby na Univerzité v Calga-
ry s ndzvem Kontrasty. Trinact let pasobil jako hudebni Feditel a koncertni mistr mistniho
profesionalniho smyccového orchestru The Kensington Sinfonia. Jako dirigent pracoval

s orchestrem Sanghajské opery, s orchestrem Néarodniho centra uméni, s Kanadskym
narodnim orchestrem a je tfeba zminit také kazdoro¢ni angazma s Calgary Philharmonic
Orchestra. Jako houslista pravidelné vystupuje s6lové i s komornimi télesy na regionalnich
i celostatnich rozhlasovych stanicich CBC.

Hajicek, soubor ZUS JiZzni Mésto, vznikl v roce 1998 pii Zakladni umélecké skole Jizni
Mésto v Praze. Uméleckym vedoucim je Jifi Janousek. Repertoar souboru je zaméren
prevazné na Ceské a moravské lidové pisné. Soubor ziskal Fadu ocenéni na soutéZich.

V poslednich letech se kromé folkléru vénuje také provadéni klasickych orchestralnich
skladeb. Béhem své existence vycestoval nékolikrat do zahranici (napr. Némecko, Sloven-
sko, Rakousko). V roce 2007 byl pozvan ¢eskou velvyslankyni v Abu Dhabi na desetidenni
koncertni turné po Spojenych arabskych emiratech. Zacastnil se ho ve spolupraci s mist-
nim Emirates Youth Symphony Orchestra, pod vedenim dirigenta Riada Kudsiho. Hajicek,
aneb Czech Youth Orchestra, byl slozen z mladych hudebnikt ZUS Jizni Mé&sto, prazské
konzervatore a hudebniho gymnézia Jana Nerudy v Praze a vystupoval pod taktovkou
svého $éfdirigenta Jitiho Janouska a pod profesorskym dohledem feditele ZUS Jizni Mé&sto

Young Korean violoncellist Minji Lee has the reputation of something
of a prodigy. She once listened to a beautiful melody performed by
Mstislav Rostropovich and decided that she too would play the cello
just as he did. She then won a whole host of awards in Korean violon-
cello competitions, thanks to which she was invited to solo recitals at
renowned Korean concert halls. Her first performance with the Seoul
Classical Players orchestra was a recital of Haydn's concert in C major.

The Calgary Youth Orchestra is the pride of the Mount Royal College conservatory in
Calgary, Canada. It is one of the best youth orchestras in Canada and this year celebrated
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its fiftieth anniversary. The orchestra has worked with conductors such as Mario Bernardi,
Bramwell Tovey, Kasuyoshi Akiyama, Simon Streatfield and Hans Graf. One of its most
noteworthy concerts was a performance with the Calgary Philharmonic Orchestra, while
certain members played the Canadian hit Paralyzer with the group Finger Eleven at the
Juno Awards ceremony. The orchestra has toured Europe, Australia, New Zealand and
Japan. You will find graduates of the CYO in all prominent Canadian orchestras and other
orchestras of global renown, such as the Cleveland Orchestra or the Boston Symphony
Orchestra. Many have been successful in prestigious national and international competi-
tions or are members of recognised chamber ensembles, for example the Borromeo and
Cassatt string quartet.

Conductor Edmond Agopian hails from Romania, which is where he began learning the
violin. He emigrated to Canada, continuing in his studies at Toronto University, the Juilli-
ard School of Music in New York and at the International Music Academy in Switzerland.
He became a teacher of violin at the University of Calgary in 1991, conductor of the
orchestra at the university and visiting artist at Mount Royal College conservatory. He has
been musical director of the Calgary Youth Orchestra since 2002. His book, the “No Time
to Practice Technique Companion”, became a bestseller. Many of Agopian’s students have
been presented with domestic and international awards and are members of all great
Canadian orchestras and orchestras in the USA. He founded the “Contrasts” summer fes-
tival of chamber music at the University of Calgary and continues to this day as the artistic
director. For thirteen years he worked as musical director and concert master with the lo-
cal professional string orchestra The Kensington Sinfonia. As a conductor he has worked
with the Shanghai Opera Orchestra, the National Arts Centre orchestra and the Canadian
National Orchestra. His annual involvement with the Calgary Philharmonic Orchestra is
also worthy of note. He regularly performs as a violin soloist or with chamber ensembles
on CBC regional and national radio stations.

The Hajicek Folklore Ensemble was established in 1998 at the Primary School of Art in
Jizni Mésto, Prague. Jifi Janousek is the artistic director of the ensemble, whose repertoire
mainly focuses on Czech and Moravian folk songs. The ensemble has won numerous
awards at various competitions. In recent years it has also begun paying more attention
to classical orchestra compositions in addition to its folklore work. The ensemble has tra-
velled abroad on a number of occasions, for example to Germany, Slovakia and Austria.
Indeed in 2007 it was invited on a ten-day concert tour of the United Arab Emirates by the
Czech ambassador in Abu Dhabi. There it performed in cooperation with the local Emi-
rates Youth Symphony Orchestra under the baton of Riad Kudsi. Hajicek, or the Czech
Youth Orchestra, was formed with young musicians at the Primary School of Art in Jizni
Mésto, the Prague Conservatory and the Jan Neruda School of Music in Prague and per-
formed under the baton of chief conductor Jifi Janousek under the academic supervision
of director of the Primary School of Art in Jizni Mésto Mgr. FrantiSek Hluchan.
