Uspésné se za&astnila Fady narodnich a mezinarodnich soutéZi, na-
vétévovala letni kurzy. Vystupovala v Madarsku a v Ceské republice,
nékteré koncerty Zivé vysilal rozhlas a televize.
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Klarinetistka Shelly Ezra (*1985) pochéazi z Izraele. Nejprve vystudo-
vala Israeli Conservatory of Music v Tel-Avivu (prof. Yitzak Katsap).
Od roku 2003 studuje v némeckém Lubecku na zdejsi Musikhochs-
chule ve tridé, kterou vedou Sabine Meyer a Reiner Wehle. V oboru
komorni hudby ji vede prof.

Flautist Julia Somogyi (born in 1985) comes from the Hungarian
town of Salgétarjan. After studying at the local music school and at
Béla Barték Secondary School of Music in Budapest she now stu-
dies at the Franz Liszt Academy of Music in Budapest under Lérant
Kovacs. She has successfully taken part in a number of national and
international competitions and attended summer courses. Somogyi
has performed in Hungary and the Czech Republic, with some con-
certs broadcast live on radio and television.
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Clarinettist Shelly Ezra (born in 1985) comes from Israel. She first
studied at the Israeli Conservatory of Music in Tel-Aviv under Yitzak
Katsap. Since 2003, however, she has been studying in Lubeck,
Germany, at the local Musikhochschule in a class led by Sabine Me-
yer and Reiner Wehle. Her teacher in chamber music, meanwhile,
is Diethelm Jonas. Ezra has been successful in a number of interna-
tional competitions and has taken part in summer master classes.
She has performed as a soloist with Israeli and German orchestras
and recorded for radio and television in both countries. Shelly Ezra
was first clarinettist at the Philharmonic Chamber Orchestra in Wernigerode during the
2007-2008 season.

Camerata Moravia is a prominent chamber orchestra in the Czech Republic. It was
founded in 1987 by leading members of the Moravian Philharmonic in Olomouc and was
known as the Olomouc Chamber Orchestra until 2002. In addition to regular concert
activity in Olomouc, the orchestra has taken part in most of the prominent festivals in
the Czech Republic and in Slovakia. In its time the ensemble has visited Spain, Germany,
France, Italy, Belgium, The Netherlands, Denmark and Austria. It has also been a guest at
a number of international festivals; for example the orchestra performed under the baton
of Lord Yehudi Menuhin at the International Summer Music Festival in Reims, France.
The orchestra has worked with renowned artists such as violinists V. Hudecek, I. Zenaty,
P. Sporcl and C. Pavlik, clarinettist L. Peterkova, flautist Z. Vokélkova, multi-instrumenta-
list J. Stivin, guitarist L. Brabec and many others. It has participated in a number of CD
recordings and performed in radio and television studios throughout Europe. Concert
master of the Moravian Philharmonic Antonin Hradil was appointed artistic director of
the ensemble in 1990. A new artistic director was appointed in 2004 in the shape of Vit
Muzik, also concert master of the Moravian Philharmonic in Olomouc.
