Pavel Sporcl “A violinist for the 21t century”
Owing to his virtuosity and unconventional
performing style, Pavel éporcl, the most
distinctive young Czech violinist, has enjoyed
success with audiences young and old on
prestigious stages. He has been a frequent
guest of television and radio programmes.
His recordings top the sales charts. The
“Zlutomodré CD” (Yellow-Green CD, Supra-
phon 2002) has received a Supraphon Gold
and Platinum Record, while his live record-
ing of A. Dvorak’s and P. I. Tchaikovsky’s
violin concertos with the Czech Philharmonic
Orchestra (Supraphon 2003) and the album
Paganini (Supraphon 2004) have also gone gold and platinum. In
2003 Pavel Sporcl recorded his first CD for the prestigious company
Universal Music Japan. In 2005 he recorded a CD containing Antonin
Dvorak’s compositions for violin and piano, “A. Dvofak - Violin Works”
(Supraphon 2005), which one of the world’s most prestigious music
magazines, The Strad, made its “CD of June 2006”. His most recent
recording, “A. Dvorak, J. Suk — Violin Pieces” (Supraphon 2006),
linking up to the previous CD, received the accolade “Gramophone
recommends” in the renowned magazine Gramophone and became
Supraphon’s bestselling classical music title of 2006. He has also
received a Supraphon Platinum Record for his recording of Antonin
Dvorak’s collected works for violin and piano. In 2007 he released
“éporcl/VivaIdi Four Seasons”, which soon became the best-selling
classical music CD and a Supraphon Gold Record. Pavel Sporcl
began playing the violin at the tender age of five. He graduated from
Prague’s Conservatory and the Music Faculty of the Academy of Per-
forming Arts (Vaclav Snitil) From 1991 to 1996 he studied in the USA at
prestigious schools and universities under the tutelage of outstanding
professors (Dorothy DeLay, Itzhak Perlman, Dr. Eduard Schmieder).
He has received many awards and accolades. Pavel Sporcl is the only
young Czech violinist to have been included by the world-famous
critic and historian Henry Roth in his book “Violin Virtuosos: From
Paganini to the 21t century”. Pavel Sporcl’s extensive repertoire
comprises some 40 violin concertos, countless sonatas, chamber and
virtuoso works. His performances have been rapturously received by
the general public and reviewers alike. Following the Czech Phil-




harmonic Orchestra concert to mark the opening of the 2001/2002
season at Prague’s Rudolfinum (Antonin Dvorak’s Concerto for Violin
and Orchestra in A minor) conducted by Vladimir Ashkenazy, which
was recorded and broadcast by Czech Television and Czech Radio,
critics branded Pavel Sporcl “a talent born perhaps once every hun-
dred years...” Pavel Sporcl has collaborated with a host of renowned
orchestras (the Czech Philharmonic Orchestra, Liverpool Royal Phil-
harmonic Orchestra, Slovenian Philharmonic Orchestra, Slovak Phil-
harmonic Orchestra, Staatskapelle Weimar, Hungarian Radio Orches-
tra, Prague Symphony Orchestra, Prague Philharmonia, New World
Symphony Orchestra, RTE National Symphony Orchestra Dublin)

and conductors (V. Ashkenazy, L. PeSek, V. Fedosejev, J. Bélohlavek,
J. Kout, A. Talmon, G. Pehlivanian, S. Baudo, M. Swierczewski). In
recent years Pavel Sporcl has also performed at prestigious festivals
including Prague Spring, Schleswig-Holstein, Brucknerfest, Rheingau
Music, Radio France Montpellier and Moravian Autumn. In the sum-
mer of 2004 he made an enormously successful debut at one of the
world’s leading festivals, Salzburger Festspiele. Pavel Sporcl likes to
transcend the borders between musical genres and actively seeks
collaboration with artists from other musical areas. He strives to bring
classical music to the widest possible audiences and young people
in particular. He has made frequent performances at “educational”
concerts for secondary schools and universities, which, due to his
sheer virtuosity, have met with an extraordinary response among
young people.

Romano Stilo

The music band Roman Stilo came to existence at the end of 2006.
The goal of the establishing members was to create a group of vir-
tuoso musicians of a Gypsy origin in Slovakia and interpret together to
reflect the character, tem-
perament, and feeling of the
music. Romano Stilo cannot
be considered an orthodox
cymbal band. Their attitude to
respecting of habits is proven
by the very establishment of
the band - besides violins,
cymbal, and bass, it includes
also a piano. In Roman Stilo’s
interpretation you can enjoy
songs and compositions of
Slovak, Russian, Hungarian, and Romanian original but especially
original interpretation of Gypsy folklore. They however masterly inter-
pret also compositions of a concert character and compositions of
classical music as it is a group of excellent artists, graduates of music
academies in Slovakia and Hungary.
