Jedna z nejvétsich legend kytary John W. Duarte napsal o Stépa-
nu Rakovi. ,,L. van Beethoven snil o kytare jako o malém orchest-
ru a tim, kdo jeho sen nejen naplnil, ale i pfekonal, je Stépan Rak.“
Jen maloktery kytarista je zaroven skladatelem a interpretem svych
vlastnich skladeb. Stépan Rak v sobé tyto profese nejen spojuje, ale

v obou se mu podafilo dosahnout svétového ohlasu. Diky své nesmir-
né tvaréi imaginaci, nevycerpatelné hudebni spontaneité a zcela ojedi-
nelymi improvizaénimi schopnostmi, které mu dovoluji hrat v jakémkoli
stylu a Zanru, je ¢asto inspirovan nejriznéjsimi tématy. Tak napfiklad
vznikla celovecerni skladba Dvacet tisic mil pod mofem, na motivy
slavného dila J. Verna, nebo Kralovska suita, inspirovana znamenim
Lva a také celovecerni cyklus skladeb Chvala Caje a Svét vani, které
jsou vénovany ¢ajim celého svéta a rozliénym vinim. Cyklus Viné se
dotyka magické stranky nasich smysld a pfenasi nas do neméné podi-
vuhodného svéta ténd, v nichz viné nabyvaiji dal$ich rozmérd. Kromé
vlni konkrétnich, jako napf. levandule, hefmanek, riize, bazalka
posvatna, zazni i jejich pfenesena podoba ve formé“viné podzimu*
¢i“viing domova“. Velkou inspiraci byla Stépanu Rakovi setkani se
Zbyrikem Sedivym z VI&i hory u Krasné lipy, kde jeho Nobilis Tilia voni
Cajovnou a |é¢i svou aromaterapii. Po cyklu Chvéla ¢aje jsou Viné
dalsi chvalou daru smyslového vnimani, jimz jsme byli obdareni.

Stépan Rak

Profesor Stépan Rak (8. 8. 1945) oslavil v roce 2005 vyznamné Zivotni
jubileum. Hudebni svét si pfipomnél skladatelské, interpretacni a pe-
dagogické dilo jedné z nejvétsich osobnostni koncertni kytary. Zivotni
a umélecka draha Stépana Raka je podrobné zmapovana v fadé ency-
klopedii, v rozhovorech pro nase i zahraniéni televize, pro rozhlas i pro
fadu novin a ¢asopisl. Pfipomefime alespofi to nejpodstatnéjsi z po-
slednich let. V roce 2000 byl Stépan Rak jmenovan historicky prvnim
vysokoskolskym profesorem kytary Ceské republiky. Titul mu udélil
prezident Vaclav Havel. V roce 2001 byl jako prvni kytarista na svété
pozvan k sélovému vystoupeni na slavné moskevské konzervatofi
P.1.Cajkovského. Ohlas koncertu, kterého se zugastnily $picky ruského



hudebniho Zivota, byl zcela mimoradny

a vyustil v dal§i pozvani. V témze roce
vystoupil spole¢né s Alfredem Strejckem
v Mexiku s koncertnim projektem k pocté
J. A. Komenského VIVAT COMENIUS.
Bylo to jiz Etvrté spolecné turné téchto
umélcl po americkém kontinentu. V roce
2002 vystupuje Stépan Rak opét na mos-
kevské konzervatofi a na prestiznim
sveétovém festivalu Moskevsky podzim.

K tfiasedmdesati zemim, které do té doby
se svou kytarou navstivil, pfibylo v tomto
roce jesté Japonsko. V roce 2003 vychazi
spole¢na kniha Jaroslavy Urbanové

a Stépana Raka KYTARA, MA LASKA.

Je vénovana velké osobnosti, zakladateli
&eské kytarové skoly, profesoru Stépanu
Urbanovi. V inoru roku 2004 byl Stépan
Rak pozvan na koncertni vystoupeni jako
prvni desky kytarista do Ciny. V diva-

dle v Pekingu oslnil svym koncertem
Chvala ¢aje. V breznu 2004 je hostem mezinarodniho kytarového
festivalu Svétovi mistfi kytary, ktery se konal v Kalifornii v USA, kde
se s velikym ohlasem setkala Rakova celovecerni suita pro sélovou
kytaru Dvacet tisic mil pod mofem. B&hem roku 2005 navstivil se svou
kytarou fadu zemi i mnoho mist nasi republiky v ramci oslav svého ju-
bilea. V listopadu 2006 byl Stépan Rak obdarovan svétovym unikatem
z dila sochare Jana Refichy, kamennou kytarou. Tato kytara ma zcela
vyjime&né rezonanéni vlastnosti, které Stépan Rak vyuzivé ve svém
projektu KYTAROTERAPIE. Koncem listopadu 2007 oslavil koncertem
na HAMU spolu se svymi absolventy Gtvrtstoleti kytary, kterou v roce
1982 na HAMU zalozil. Vyznamnym okamzikem bylo vystoupeni

4. 11. 2007 ve Florencii v Galerii Uffizi, kde spolec¢né s A. Strejckem
provedli Komenského Obecnou poradu pred obrazem Komenského
od samotného Rembrandta. V prosinci pak doSlo k vydani vybéru

z dila Komenského Obecné porady o naprave véeci lidskych, kterou
oba umélci pokftili. Stépan Rak je osobnosti, kterd si své posluchade
podmani intenzitou prozitku, interpretaénim mistrovstvim a absolut-
nim splynutim interpreta a skladatele v jedné osobég, s dusi hudby.

World of scents

One of the greatest guitar legends, John W. Duarte wrote

about Stepan Rak: “L. van Beethoven dreamed of the guitar

as of a small orchestra and the one who not only has made his
dream come true but has gone much further is Stepan Rak.”

Just few guitarists are combinations of a composer and an interpreter
of their own compositions. Stepan Rak not only combines both these
professions, he has managed to achieve great reputation all around
the world in both of them. Thanks to his unbelievable imagination, in-
exhaustible musical spontaneity, and absolutely unique improvisation
skills, which make it possible for him to play in any style or genre, he
is often inspired by different themes. That is how his feature composi-
tion Twenty Thousand Leagues Under the Sea inspired by the famous
book by J. Verne came to existence. Royal suite is inspired by the sign
of Leo. The feature-length cycle of compositions called “Praising Tea”
and “World of scents” are dedicated to teas of the entire world and

to various scents. The cycle “Scents” touches the magical side of our
senses and brings us to a no-less wonderful world of tones, in which
they get more dimensions. Besides specific scents such as lavender,
chamomile, rose, or basil, you will also be able to listen to “scents

of the fall” or “scent of home”. Huge inspiration for Stepan Rak was

a meeting of Zbynek Sedivy from Vici hora u Krasne Lipy where his
Nobilis Tilia smells through his tea room and he heals with aromath-
erapy. After the cycle Praising Tea, Scents is another praise of the gift
of senses that we have been blessed with.

Stepan Rak

Professor Stepan Rak (born August 8, 1945) celebrated an important
jubilee in 2005. The world of music remembers the composition, inter-
pretation, and pedagogical work of one of the greatest personalities
of concert guitar. The life and artistic career of Stepan Rak is mapped
in a great detail in many encyclopedias, in interviews for Czech as
well as foreign television channels, for radios and many newspapers
and magazines. Let’s recall at least the most important moments from
the past years. In 2000, Stepan Rak was appointed the historically



first university professor of guitar in the
Czech Republic. He was granted the
academic title by President Vaclav Havel.
In 2001, he was the first guitarist in the
world to be invited for a solo perform-
ance at the famous Moscow academy

of music of P. I. Tchaikovsky. Reception
of the concert attended by prominent
personalities of Russian music life was
exceptional and led to more invitations.
In the same year, he played with Alfred
Strejcek in Mexico. It was a concert
project to commemorate J. A. Komensky
and it was called Vivat Comenius. It was
the fourth tour of these two artists on the
American continent. In 2002, Stepan Rak
played at the Moscow academy of music
again as well as the prestigious festival
Moscow Fall. The seventy-three countries
that had visited by then with his guitar
were complemented with Japan that year.
A book by Jaroslava Urbanova and Stepan Rak called Guitar, my love
was published in 2003. It is dedicated to a great personality of Czech
guitar school, professor Stepan Urban. In February 2004, Stepan Rak
was invited for a concert performance to China as the first Czech gui-
tarist. In the Beijing Theater he fascinated the audience by his concert
called Praising Tea. In March 2004, he was a guest of an international
guitar festival World’s guitar masters that took place in California,
USA. Rak’s feature-length suite for a solo guitar called Twenty
Thousand Leagues Under the Sea received great reception there.

In 2005, he and his guitar visited many countries and many parts of
the Czech Republic in the framework of the celebration of his jubilee.
In November 2006, Stepan Rak was given a unique work of art by
sculptor Jan Rericha: a stone guitar. This guitar has quite exceptional
resonation characteristics that Stepan Rak uses in his project Guitar
therapy. Around November 2007, he and his former HAMU academy
students celebrated a quarter of a century of the guitar department
that he founded at HAMU in 1982. An important moment was his
concert on November 4, 2007 in Florence, in Uffizi gallery, where he
and A. Strejcek presented Komensky’s Pansofia in front of Komen-
sky’s picture by Rembrandt. In December a selection of Komensky’s
Pansofia was released and both artists officially introduced it. Stepan
Rak is a personality that gets listeners by the intensity of feelings,
interpretation masterhood, and absolute fusion of an interpreter and
composer in one personality with soul of music.
